The appropriations [from the general fund] to the reserve for salary adjustment account in sections 1 and [11] 2 of [this act] SPECIAL
ACT 95-12, SECTION 11 OF SPECIAL ACT 95-12, AS AMENDED BY SECTION 1 OF THIS ACT, AND SECTION 12 OF SPECIAL

Up to $1,000,000 appropriated to the Department of Motor Vehicles, in section 2 of special act 95-12, for personal services,
other expenses, equipment and graduated licenses, shall not lapse on June 30, 1996, and shall continue to be available for expenditure
