Constitutional Officers 
4 of the 6 officers are women – 67% 
 
U.S. Senate and House of Representatives 
1 of the 7 representatives is women – 14% 
This represents a decrease of 15% (1 woman) since the 2004 elections 

 
State Senate 
8 of the 36 senators are women – 22% 
This represents a decrease of 3% (1 woman) since the 2004 elections 

 
State Representatives 
45 of the 151 representatives are women – 30% 
This represents an increase of 1% (1 woman) since the 2004 elections 

 
Overall representation of women in the CT General Assembly – 
28.3% 
 
Overall representation of women in State Government– 29% 
This represents a decrease of 0.5% (1 woman) since the 2004 elections
