An Act Concerning Authorization Of State Grant Commitments

For School Building Projects.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General

Assembly convened:
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Section 1. The Commissioner of Education having reviewed
applications for state grants for public school building projects in
accordance with section 10-283 of the general statutes on the basis of
priorities for such projects and standards for school construction
established by the State Board of Education, and having prepared a
listing of all such eligible projects ranked in order of priority, including
a separate schedule of previously authorized projects which have
changed substantially in scope or cost, as determined by said
commissioner together with the amount of estimated grant with
respect to each eligible project, and having submitted such listing of
eligible projects, prior to December 15, 1999, to a committee of the
General Assembly established under section 10-283a of the general
statutes for the purpose of reviewing such listing, is hereby authorized
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to enter into grant commitments on behalf of the state in accordance

with said section 10-283 with respect to the priority listing of such

projects and in such estimated amounts as approved by said

committee prior to February 1, 2000, as follows:

The total value of the commitments contained in section 1 of the bill

is $846.9 million. Assuming that approximately 10% of the total

amount of the commitments will be delayed, scaled back, or cancelled

due to lack of local funding or other local considerations, it is
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estimated that the State’s payments for its portion of local school

construction projects will be approximately $762.2 million.

Sections 2-6 of the bill, generally known as the “notwithstanding
sections” authorize commitments for which information is currently

being collected and, as such, no fiscal impact can yet be determined.

Since the State issues general obligation bonds to finance annual
school construction payments, the estimated debt service cost on
between $762.2 million and $846.9 million in principal over the next 20
years, at an interest rate of 6.0%, is between $480.2 million and $533.5
million. The debt service cost for the next fiscal year has been included
in the debt service appropriation in both versions of the budget as

reported by the Appropriations Committee.
