Strike section 142 in its entirety and substitute the following in lieu 1 
thereof: 2 

"Sec. 142. (NEW) (a) (1) Any deputy sheriff serving as a deputy 3 
sheriff on the effective date of this act shall notify the Chief Court 4 
Administrator on or before June 30, 2000, of the desire of such deputy 5 
sheriff to be appointed as a state marshal. 6 

(2) Any deputy sheriff performing court security, prisoner custody 7 
or transportation services on the effective date of this act who desires 8 
to perform such functions as a judicial marshal, or desires to be 9 
appointed as a state marshal, shall so notify the Chief Court 10 
Administrator on or before June 30, 2000. 11 

(3) The Chief Court Administrator shall notify, in writing, the State 12 
Marshal Commission of the decisions of the deputy sheriffs pursuant 13 
to subdivisions (1) and (2) of this subsection.  14 
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(b) For purposes of the State Marshal Commission filling any 15 
vacancy in the position of state marshal in any county in accordance 16 
with subsection (g) of section 8 of this act, nothing in subsection (a) of 17 
this section shall be construed to authorize the State Marshal 18 
Commission to fill a vacancy in any county if the total number of state 19 
marshals in such county is equal to or exceeds the number allowed 20 
under  section 6-38 of the general statutes, as amended by this act." 21
