"An Act Concerning Observance Of Martin Luther King
Day.”
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Strike out everything after the enacting clause and substitute the

following in lieu thereof:

"Section 1. (NEW) Each municipality shall include a requirement in
any collective bargaining agreement executed on or after the effective
date of this act that all nonessential municipal offices shall be closed on
any day designated as Martin Luther King Day pursuant to section 1-4
of the general statutes.

Sec. 2. (NEW) Notwithstanding the provisions of the general
statutes, each municipal employer and each employee organization
shall negotiate compensation or exchange of benefits, if any, for the
bargaining unit members covered by such agreement, executed on or
after the effective date of this act, for observance of Martin Luther King

Day.

Sec. 3. (NEW) If any such municipal employer and any such
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employee organization are unable to resolve the compensation or
exchange of benefits issue within ninety days after commencing
negotiations the parties shall submit the issue to the State Board of
Mediation and Arbitration, and said board shall make every effort to
resolve the issue through mediation within sixty days after such

submittal.

Sec. 4. (NEW) If the parties are unable to resolve the compensation
or exchange of benefits issue pursuant to section 3 of this act within
ninety days after submittal for mediation, the parties shall submit the
issue to said board for resolution through binding arbitration
forthwith, and said board shall resolve the issue through binding

arbitration within sixty days.

Sec. 5. This act shall take effect from its passage."
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
