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An Act Concerning Handicapped Parking.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General
Assembly convened:

1 (NEW) Any person hired by a licensed firm or corporation to
2 perform patrol and security services for an employer of such firm or
3  corporation may enforce the provisions of subsection (f) of section
4  14-253a of the general statutes in any parking area of such employer.
5  Such security personnel may issue warnings in the same manner as
6 any state or local police officer. One copy of such warning shall be
7  forwarded to the Department of Motor Vehicles and one copy shall be
8  placed on the windshield of the motor vehicle. The Commissioner of
9  Motor Vehicles shall institute action against any person who receives
10 two or more warnings. The Commissioner of Motor Vehicles shall
11  adopt regulations in accordance with chapter 54 of the general statutes
12 to implement the provisions of this section.
