Explanation 

State Impact: 

This bill designates the Connecticut Housing Investment Fund, Inc., 
Co-op Initiatives, Inc., and the Greater New Haven Community Loan 
Fund, Inc. as community housing development corporations.  This 
enables these entities to finance, acquire, build, and rehabilitate 
housing, and to provide low and moderate income families with 
technical assistance for these purposes.  Although these entities may 
now be eligible for certain state or federal financial assistance with this 
designation, there is no mandate that they receive such assistance.  
Therefore, no fiscal impact to the state is anticipated. 

Municipal Impact: 

Municipalities can currently designate certain non-profit entities as 
community housing development corporations.  The designation by 
the bill of these three additional entities as community housing 
development corporations may result in increased competition for 
state or federal development funding.  This increased competition may 
impact municipalities, housing authorities and the current municipally 
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designated community housing development corporations.
