AN ACT INCREASING THE MILEAGE REIMBURSEMENT RATE FOR 
WORKERS' COMPENSATION CLAIMANTS. 

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General 
Assembly convened: 
 

That section 31-312 of the general statutes be amended to increase 1 
the mileage reimbursement rate for workers' compensation claimants 2 
from fifteen cents per mile to the federal mileage rate and to require 3 
that the rate be adjusted quarterly to reflect the federal mileage rate. 4
