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AN ACT CONCERNING USES FOR CERTAIN OPEN SPACE 
PROPERTY UNDER DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC HEALTH WATER 
REGULATIONS. 

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General 
Assembly convened: 
 

That chapter 474 of the general statutes be amended to require that 1 
water regulations adopted by the Department of Public Health shall 2 
permit open space property previously used for agricultural purposes 3 
to be used for the construction of a golf course if the municipality in 4 
which such open space property is located has a municipally-owned 5 
water company. 6 

Statement of Purpose:   
To allow a change in water regulations adopted by the Department of 
Public Heath for the construction of a golf course on open space 
property previously used for agricultural purposes under certain 
conditions.
