Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General

Section 1. Section 10-262f of the general statutes is amended by

adding subdivision (32) as follows:

(NEW) (32) "Target aid" means the sum of (A) the product of a
town's base aid ratio, the foundation level and the town's total need
students for the fiscal year prior to the year in which the grant is to be
paid, (B) the product of a town's supplemental aid ratio, the
foundation level and the sum of the portion of its total need students
count described in subparagraphs (B) and (C) of subdivision (25) of

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(6) For the fiscal year ending June 30, 1996, and each fiscal year
thereafter, a grant in an amount equal to the [sum of (A) the product of
a town's base aid ratio, the foundation level and the town's total need
students for the fiscal year prior to the year in which the grant is to be
paid, (B) the product of a town's supplemental aid ratio, the
foundation level and the sum of the portion of its total need students
count described in subparagraphs (B) and (C) of subdivision (25) of
section 10-262f for the fiscal year prior to the fiscal year in which the
grant is to be paid, and the adjustments to its resident student count
described in subdivision (22) of section 10-262f, relative to length of
school year and summer school sessions, and (C) the town's regional
bonus] amount of its target aid as described in subdivision (32) of

section 10-262f, as amended by this act, except that [the] such amount

[so determined] shall be [adjusted] capped in accordance with the
following: (A) For the fiscal years ending June 30, 1996, June 30, 1997,
June 30, 1998, and June 30, 1999, for each town, the maximum
percentage increase over its previous year's base revenue shall be the
product of five per cent and the ratio of the wealth of the town ranked
one hundred fifty-third when all towns are ranked in descending order
to each town's wealth, provided no town shall receive an increase
greater than five per cent. (B) For the fiscal years ending June 30, 2000,
and June 30, 2001, [June 30, 2002, and June 30, 2003,] for each town, the
maximum percentage increase over its previous year's base revenue
shall be the product of six per cent and the ratio of the wealth of the
town ranked one hundred fifty-third when all towns are ranked in
descending order to each town's wealth, provided no town shall

receive an increase greater than six per cent. (C) For the fiscal year

ending June 30, 2002, a grant in an amount (i) determined pursuant to

this subdivision adjusted in accordance with subparagraph (B) of this

subdivision, or (ii) equal to the amount of the grant it received for the

fiscal vear ending June 30, 2001, plus fifty per cent of the difference,

whichever is greater. (D) No such [adjustment shall be made] cap shall

be used for the fiscal year ending June 30, [2004] 2003, or any fiscal
year thereafter. (E) For the fiscal year ending June 30, 1996, for each
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town, the maximum percentage reduction from its previous year's base
revenue shall be equal to the product of three per cent and the ratio of
each town's wealth to the wealth of the town ranked seventeenth when
all towns are ranked in descending order, provided no town's grant
shall be reduced by more than three per cent. (F) For the fiscal years
ending June 30, 1997, June 30, 1998, and June 30, 1999, for each town,
the maximum percentage reduction from its previous year's base
revenue shall be equal to the product of five per cent and the ratio of
each town's wealth to the wealth of the town ranked seventeenth when
all towns are ranked in descending order, provided no town's grant
shall be reduced by more than five per cent. (G) For the fiscal year
ending June 30, 2000, and each fiscal year thereafter, no town's grant
shall be less than the grant it received for the prior fiscal year. (H) In
addition to the amount determined pursuant to this subdivision, a
town shall be eligible for a density supplement if the density of the
town is greater than the average density of all towns in the state. The
density supplement shall be determined by multiplying the density aid
ratio of the town by the foundation level and the town's total need
students for the prior fiscal year provided, for the fiscal year ending
June 30, 2000, and each fiscal year thereafter, no town's density
supplement shall be less than the density supplement such town
received for the prior fiscal year. (I) For the fiscal year ending June 30,
1997, the grant determined in accordance with this subdivision for a
town ranked one to forty-two when all towns are ranked in
descending order according to town wealth shall be further reduced by
one and two-hundredths of a per cent and such grant for all other
towns shall be further reduced by fifty-six-hundredths of a per cent. (])
For the fiscal year ending June 30, 1998, and each fiscal year thereafter,
no town whose school district is a priority school district shall receive a
grant pursuant to this subdivision in an amount that is less than the
amount received under such grant for the prior fiscal year. (K) For the
fiscal year ending June 30, 2000, and each fiscal year thereafter, no
town whose school district is a priority school district shall receive a

grant pursuant to this subdivision that provides an amount of aid per
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resident student that is less than the amount of aid per resident
student provided under the grant received for the prior fiscal year. (L)
For the fiscal year ending June 30, 1998, and each fiscal year thereafter,
no town whose school district is a priority school district shall receive a
grant pursuant to this subdivision in an amount that is less than
seventy per cent of the sum of (i) the product of a town's base aid ratio,
the foundation level and the town's total need students for the fiscal
year prior to the year in which the grant is to be paid, (ii) the product
of a town's supplemental aid ratio, the foundation level and the sum of
the portion of its total need students count described in subparagraphs
(B) and (C) of subdivision (25) of section 10-262f for the fiscal year
prior to the fiscal year in which the grant is to be paid, and the
adjustments to its resident student count described in subdivision (22)
of said section 10-262f relative to length of school year and summer
school sessions, and (iii) the town's regional bonus. (M) For the fiscal
year ending June 30, 2000, and each fiscal year thereafter, no town
whose school district is a transitional school district shall receive a
grant pursuant to this subdivision in an amount that is less than forty
per cent of the sum of [(I)] (i) the product of a town's base aid ratio, the
foundation level and the town's total need students for the fiscal year
prior to the fiscal year in which the grant is to be paid, [(I)] (ii) the
product of a town's supplemental aid ratio, the foundation level and
the sum of the portion of its total need students count described in
subparagraphs (B) and (C) of subdivision (25) of section 10-262f for the
fiscal year prior to the fiscal year in which the grant is to be paid, and
the adjustments to its resident student count described in subdivision
(22) of said section 10-262f relative to length of school year and
summer school sessions, and [(III)] (iii) the town's regional bonus. (N)

For the fiscal year ending June 30, 2002, any town that does not receive

an adjustment pursuant to subparagraph (C) of this subdivision or any

town that receives its full target aid in accordance with this

subdivision shall receive a grant adjusted as follows: the maximum

percentage increase over its previous vear's base revenue shall be the

product of five per cent and the ratio of the wealth of the town ranked
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one hundred fifty-third when all towns are ranked in descending order

to each town's wealth, provided no such town shall receive an increase

ereater than five per cent or less than one per cent. (O) For the fiscal

yvear ending June 30, 2003, each town shall receive a grant in an

amount that is greater than the amount of the grant it received for the

fiscal yvear ending June 30, 2002. The amount of the increase shall be

the greater of (i) the increase resulting from the removal of the cap

pursuant to subparagraph (D) of this subdivision, or (ii) the increase

resulting from the following adjustment: (I) The maximum percentage

increase over its previous vear's base revenue shall be the product of

five per cent and the ratio of the wealth of the town ranked one

hundred fifty-third when all towns are ranked in descending order to

each town's wealth, (II) provided no such adjustment shall provide for

an increase greater than five per cent or less than one per cent.

Sec. 3. This act shall take effect July 1, 2001.

Statement of Purpose:

To accelerate the removal of the cap in the formula and to provide an
increase in the grant for towns that are fully funded under the formula
and towns that would not otherwise be eligible for an increase.
