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AN ACT CONCERNING CHILDREN IN SECURE DETENTION.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General
Assembly convened:

That the general statutes be amended to require that educational
instruction for a child that has been placed in secure detention shall

begin not later than the third school day after such placement.

Statement of Purpose:

To ensure that a child placed in detention does not miss out on
educational instruction by requiring that a child's schooling begin
shortly after being placed in detention.
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
