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AN ACT CONCERNING REVENUE FROM FINES PAID FOR MOTOR 
VEHICLE VIOLATIONS . 

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General 
Assembly convened: 
 

That the general statutes be amended to require that the state share 1 
with the towns a portion of the revenue from motor vehicle fines 2 
imposed in cases where tickets are issued by municipal police.  3 

Statement of Purpose:   
To provide towns with a share of the revenue from traffic tickets 
issued by municipal police oficers.
