AN ACT CONCERNING A STUDY OF RAIL USE IN EASTERN
CONNECTICUT.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General
Assembly convened:

1 Section 1. The Northeastern Connecticut Council of Governments
2 shall conduct a study of the reactivation of a part or all of the Hartford
3 to Providence freight line and a commuter link from Worcester to
4  Boston. The Northeastern Connecticut Council of Governments shall
5 submit a report of its findings and recommendations, in accordance
6 with section 11-4a of the general statutes, to the joint standing
7  committee of the General Assembly having cognizance of matters
8 relating to transportation and planning and development on or before
9  February 1, 2002.
10 Sec. 2. The sum of thirty-five thousand dollars is appropriated to the

11  Department of Transportation, from the General Fund, for the fiscal
12 year ending June 30, 2002, for a grant to the Northeast Connecticut
13 Council of Governments for the study required under section 1 of this
14 act.

15 Sec. 3. This act shall take effect July 1, 2001.
