AN ACT CONCERNING PUBLIC HEALTH ACCOUNTABILITY.  

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General 
Assembly convened: 
 

Not later than February 1, 2002, the Commissioner of Public Health, 1 
in consultation with each municipal and district director of health, 2 
shall submit a report to the joint standing committee of the General 3 
Assembly having cognizance of matters relating to public health, in 4 
accordance with section 11-4a of the general statutes, concerning the 5 
current and ongoing activities of the Department of Public Health and 6 
each municipal and district department of health with respect to the 7 
promotion of the public health within their respective jurisdictions. 8 
Such report shall include, but not be limited to, any plans by the 9 
commissioner or such directors of health for the adoption of national 10 
health standards, including standards recommended by the National 11 
Centers for Disease Control. 12 
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
