"Sec. 3. Not later than January 1, 2002, the Labor Department, in
accordance with section 11-4a of the general statutes, shall report to the
select committee of the General Assembly having cognizance of
matters relating to workforce development on the status of the
department's efforts to (1) simplify the application process for
requesting an exemption from established apprenticeship hiring ratios,
including (A) the creation of an application form that can be easily
revised to apply to new or additional projects, and (B) a reduction in
the amount of time such requests are reviewed and approved or
denied, and (2) establish a system for tracking apprentices
participating in apprentice programs adopted and registered with the

Connecticut State Apprenticeship Council.

Sec. 4. Not later than January 1, 2002, the Connecticut State

Apprenticeship Council shall review existing apprenticeship hiring
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ratios and, in accordance with section 11-4a of the general statutes,
report to the select committee of the General Assembly having
cognizance of matters relating to workforce development concerning

any proposed changes to such ratios."
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
