After section 1, add the following: 2 

"Sec. 2. Section 29-128b of the general statutes is repealed and the 3 
following is substituted in lieu thereof: 4 

(a) No person holding a license under the provisions of this chapter 5 
shall exhibit, show or use any moving picture film in a place to which 6 
an admission fee is charged without prominently displaying the "G", 7 
"PG", "PG-13", "R", "NC-17" or "X" rating of such film. If such place has 8 
a marquee on which film names or titles are displayed, such person 9 
shall display the film rating on such marquee. If such place does not 10 
have a marquee, such person shall display the rating of each film being 11 
exhibited on a sign or poster located on the exterior of such place. Such 12 
sign or poster shall be of a size reasonably calculated to attract the 13 
attention of persons entering such place.  14 
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(b) No person holding a license under the provisions of this chapter 15 
shall allow the entry of any minor into any show or exhibition of any 16 
moving picture film that has a film rating of "PG-13", "R", "NC-17" or 17 
"X", notwithstanding that such minor is accompanied by a parent or an 18 
adult." 19
