AN ACT CONCERNING ONE STOP FAMILY CENTERS.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General
Assembly convened:

Section 1. (NEW) (Effective from passage) The Commissioners of
Education and Public Health shall develop a plan for the colocation,
wherever feasible, of family resource centers pursuant to section 10-40
of the general statutes, as amended, and school-based health clinics,
established on or after July 1, 2002, in order to improve access,

integrate services and reduce administrative expenses.

This act shall take effect as follows:

AN ACT CONCERNING ONE STOP FAMILY CENTERS

SUMMARY:

This bill requires the education and public health commissioners to
develop a plan to co-locate family resource centers and school-based
health clinics established after July 1, 2002, when this is feasible. By
law, new family resource centers must be located in public elementary
schools, unless the education commissioner grants an exception.

EFFECTIVE DATE: Upon passage

programs, high school equivalency training for parents with children
in resource center day care, parent skill training, support services to
parents of newborns and families-in-training programs for expectant
parents, and information and referral to community members.
