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Section 1. (NEW) (Effective July 1, 2002) The chairperson of the State
Elections Enforcement Commission shall review the functions and
activities of the commission in order to assign priority for the
continued funding of such functions and activities and shall submit
findings, including any recommendations for legislation to modify
such functions and activities, to the joint standing committee of the
General Assembly having cognizance of matters relating to
appropriations and the budgets of state agencies not later than January
15, 2003, and annually thereafter.

Sec. 2. (NEW) (Effective July 1, 2002) The chairperson of the State
Ethics Commission shall review the functions and activities of the

commission in order to assign priority for the continued funding of

AN ACT CONCERNING EXPENDITURES FOR THE STATE
ELECTIONS ENFORCEMENT COMMISSION, THE STATE ETHICS

SUMMARY:

The bill requires (1) the chairperson of the State Elections Enforcement
Commission, (2) the chairperson of the State Ethics Commission, and
(3) the chairperson of the Freedom of Information Commission to
review the functions and activities of their agencies and assign priority
for their continued funding. They are required to submit findings to
the Appropriations Committee not later than January 15, 2003, and
annually thereafter.
