After line 34, add the following: 1 

"Sec. 2. (NEW) (Effective October 1, 2002) (a) The office of the State 2 
Comptroller or an agent of the State Comptroller, or both, shall 3 
provide the Office of Health Care Access managed care health plan 4 
claims, premium, enrollment and utilization data and data on large 5 
claims, at least twice a year, on both medical and dental benefits 6 
provided to state employees, retirees and their dependents. 7 

(b) The Department of Social Services or an agent of the Department 8 
of Social Services, or both, shall provide the Office of Health Care 9 
Access managed care health plan claims, premium, enrollment and 10 
utilization data and data on large claims, at least twice a year, on both 11 
medical and dental benefits provided to Medicaid recipients. 12 

(c) The Office of Health Care Access shall be responsible for 13 
analyzing the data provided pursuant to subsections (a) and (b) of this 14 
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section to identify discrepancies and ensure accuracy. The data shall be 15 
utilized to evaluate vendor performance on a continuous basis to 16 
ensure the provision of high quality, cost effective health care and shall 17 
be available to assist the state in making value-based purchasing 18 
decisions." 19
