(Effective from passage) Notwithstanding the provisions of 2 
section 20-236 of the general statutes, during the period commencing 3 
on the effective date of this section and ending thirty days after said 4 
date, the Department of Public Health may issue a license as a barber, 5 
under chapter 386 of the general statutes, to any applicant who 6 
presents to the department satisfactory evidence that the applicant has 7 
practiced barbering, as defined in section 20-234 of the general statutes, 8 
for a minimum of twenty years immediately preceding the date of the 9 
application."
