After section 9, insert the following and renumber the remaining 1 
section accordingly: 2 

"Sec. 10. Section 16a-30 of the general statutes is repealed and the 3 
following is substituted in lieu thereof (Effective July 1, 2002): 4 

(a) The continuing legislative committee on state planning and 5 
development shall within thirty-five days of the convening of the next 6 
regularly scheduled session of the General Assembly and after public 7 
hearing submit the plan with its recommendation for approval or 8 
disapproval to the General Assembly. The plan shall become effective 9 
when adopted by the General Assembly as the plan of conservation 10 
and development for the state. 11 

(b) In the event that the General Assembly disapproves the plan in 12 
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whole or in part the plan shall be deemed to be rejected and shall be 13 
returned to the committee for appropriate action. 14 

(c) Any project included in the first or second phase of UConn 2000, 15 
as defined in subdivision (25) of section 10a-109c, shall constitute part 16 
of the state plan of conservation and development approved by the 17 
General Assembly.  18 

Sec. 11. Section 16a-31 of the general statutes is repealed and the 19 
following is substituted in lieu thereof (Effective July 1, 2002): 20 

(a) The following actions when undertaken by any state agency, 21 
with state or federal funds, shall be consistent with the plan: 22 

(1) The acquisition of real property when the acquisition costs are in 23 
excess of one hundred thousand dollars; 24 

(2) The development or improvement of real property when the 25 
development costs are in excess of one hundred thousand dollars; 26 

(3) The acquisition of public transportation equipment or facilities 27 
when the acquisition costs are in excess of one hundred thousand 28 
dollars; and 29 

(4) The authorization of each state grant, any application for which 30 
is not pending on July 1, 1991, for an amount in excess of one hundred 31 
thousand dollars, for the acquisition or development or improvement 32 
of real property or for the acquisition of public transportation 33 
equipment or facilities. 34 

(b) A state agency shall request, and the secretary shall provide, an 35 
advisory statement commenting on the extent to which any of the 36 
actions specified in subsection (a) of this section conforms to the plan 37 
and any agency may request and the secretary shall provide such other 38 
advisory reports as the state agency deems advisable. 39 

(c) The secretary shall submit and the State Bond Commission shall 40 
consider prior to the allocation of any bond funds for any of the actions 41 
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specified in subsection (a) an advisory statement commenting on the 42 
extent to which such action is in conformity with the plan of 43 
conservation and development. 44 

(d) Notwithstanding subsection (b) of this section, The University of 45 
Connecticut shall request, and the secretary shall provide, an advisory 46 
statement commenting on the extent the projects included in the third 47 
phase of UConn 2000, as defined in subdivision (25) of section 10a-48 
109c, conform to the plan and the university may request and the 49 
secretary shall provide such other advisory reports as the university 50 
deems advisable. Notwithstanding subsection (c) of this section, the 51 
secretary shall submit and the State Bond Commission shall consider 52 
prior to the approval of the master resolution or indenture for 53 
securities for the third phase of UConn 2000, pursuant to subsection (c) 54 
of section 10a-109g, as amended by this act, the advisory statement 55 
prepared under this subsection. 56 

[(d)] (e) Whenever a state agency is required by state or federal law 57 
to prepare a plan, it shall consider the state plan of conservation and 58 
development in the preparation of such plan. A draft of such plan shall 59 
be submitted to the secretary who shall provide for the preparer of the 60 
plan an advisory report commenting on the extent to which the 61 
proposed plan conforms to the state plan of conservation and 62 
development."  63
