Sec. 2. Section 10a-99 of the general statutes is amended by adding 9 
subsection (h) as follows (Effective October 1, 2003): 10 
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(NEW) (h) Said board of trustees shall allow any student who is a 11 
member of the armed forces called to active duty  during any semester 12 
to enroll in any course for which such student had remitted tuition  but 13 
was not completed due to active duty status. Such course reenrollment 14 
shall be offered to any qualifying student without additional tuition, 15 
student fee or related charge.

Sec. 3. Section 10a-105 of the general statutes is amended by adding 17

The schools may not 
impose any additional tuition, student fee, or related charge on the 
affected students for the courses.
