Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General

Section 1. (NEW) (Effective October 1, 2003) A municipality may store
any original document off-site, provided the information contained in
the document is available on demand on-site by electronic means and
the town clerk can provide and certify a copy of the required

document.

AN ACT CONCERNING STORAGE OF ORIGINAL DOCUMENTS BY
MUNICIPALITIES

SUMMARY:

This bill permits municipalities to store original documents off site if
(1) they are electronically available on site on demand and (2) the town
clerk can provide and certify a copy. By law, the state librarian must
approve security storage facilities or establish and operate them for the
safe storage of original public records.
