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AN ACT EXTENDING WORKERS' COMPENSATION COVERAGE TO 
EMERGENCY SERVICES PERSONNEL EXPOSED TO HEPATITIS, 
TUBERCULOSIS OR MENINGITIS IN THE COURSE OF 
EMPLOYMENT. 

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General 
Assembly convened: 
 

That the general statutes be amended to extend workers' 1 
compensation coverage to emergency services personnel exposed to 2 
hepatitis, tuberculosis or meningitis in the course of employment. 3 

Statement of Purpose:   
To provide workers' compensation coverage for those emergency 
services personnel exposed to hepatitis, tuberculosis or meningitis in 
the course of employment, who are not currently covered under the 
Workers' Compensation Act.
