AN ACT CONCERNING REVISIONS TO CERTAIN WASTE 
MANAGEMENT PROGRAMS.  

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General 
Assembly convened: 
 

Section 1. Section 22a-207b of the general statutes is repealed and 1 
the following is substituted in lieu thereof (Effective October 1, 2003): 2 

[No] Except as provided in section 22a-208a, no person, firm or 3 
corporation may own, operate or maintain a solid waste disposal area 4 
or transfer station, as defined in section 22a-207, without a permit 5 
issued by the Department of Environmental Protection under section 6 
22a-208a.  7 

Sec. 2. Subsection (a) of section 22a-208a of the general statutes is 8 
repealed and the following is substituted in lieu thereof (Effective 9 
October 1, 2003): 10 

(a) (1) The Commissioner of Environmental Protection may issue, 11 
deny, modify, renew, suspend, revoke or transfer a permit, under such 12 
conditions as he may prescribe and upon submission of such 13 
information as he may require, for the construction, alteration and 14 
operation of solid waste facilities, in accordance with the provisions of 15 
this chapter and regulations adopted pursuant to this chapter. 16 

(2) Notwithstanding the provisions of this section, the commissioner 17 
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shall not issue [(1)] (A) a permit for a solid waste land disposal facility 18 
on former railroad property until July 1, 1989, unless the commissioner 19 
makes a written determination that such facility is necessary to meet 20 
the solid waste disposal needs of the state and will not result in a 21 
substantial excess capacity of solid waste land disposal areas or 22 
disrupt the orderly transportation of or disposal of solid waste in the 23 
area affected by the facility, or [(2)] (B) an operational permit for a 24 
resources recovery facility unless the applicant has submitted a plan 25 
pursuant to section 22a-208g for the disposal or recycling of ash 26 
residue expected to be generated at the facility in the first five years of 27 
operation.  28 

(3) In making a decision to grant or deny a permit to construct a 29 
solid waste land disposal facility, including a vertical or horizontal 30 
landfill expansion, the commissioner shall consider the character of the 31 
neighborhood in which such facility is located and may impose 32 
requirements for hours and routes of truck traffic, security and fencing 33 
and for measures to prevent the blowing of dust and debris and to 34 
minimize insects, rodents and odors.  35 

(4) Notwithstanding the provisions of this section, section 22a-207b 36 
or any regulations adopted pursuant to this chapter, no person shall 37 
close a solid waste disposal area unless such closure is undertaken 38 
pursuant to an approval, order or permit issued by the commissioner. 39 
Any such approval, order, or permit shall include conditions the 40 
commissioner deems necessary to protect human health and the 41 
environment and shall include requirements for post-closure use, care, 42 
monitoring and maintenance. The terms and conditions regarding 43 
closure specified in the most recent permit, order, or approval issued 44 
by the commissioner shall supercede and take precedence over the 45 
closure requirements specified in a permit, order, or approval 46 
previously issued by the commissioner.  47 

(5) The commissioner shall not authorize under a general permit or 48 
issue an individual permit under this section to establish or construct a 49 
new volume reduction plant or transfer station located, or proposed to 50 
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be located, within one-quarter mile of a child day care center, as 51 
defined in subdivision (1) of subsection (a) of section 19a-77, in a 52 
municipality with a population greater than one hundred thousand 53 
persons provided such center is operating as of July 8, 1997. The 54 
commissioner may modify or renew a permit for an existing volume 55 
reduction plant or transfer station, in accordance with the provisions of 56 
this chapter, without regard to its location. In making a decision to 57 
grant or deny a permit to construct an ash residue disposal area, the 58 
commissioner shall consider any provision which the applicant shall 59 
make for a double liner, a leachate collection or detection system and 60 
the cost of transportation and disposal of ash residue at the site under 61 
consideration. 62 

Sec. 3. Subdivision (1) of subsection (i) of section 22a-208a of the 63 
general statutes is repealed and the following is substituted in lieu 64 
thereof (Effective October 1, 2003): 65 

(i) (1) The commissioner may issue a general permit for a category 66 
of activities which require a permit under this section, except for an 67 
activity which is already covered by an individual permit, provided 68 
the issuance of the permit is not inconsistent with the requirements of 69 
the federal Resource Conservation and Recovery Act. The 70 
commissioner's authority to issue a general permit for certain 71 
categories of solid waste facilities shall not include the authority to 72 
issue a general permit for resources recovery facilities, biomedical 73 
waste facilities, solid waste disposal areas or municipal solid waste 74 
composting facilities, except that a general permit may be issued for 75 
the excavation, disruption, or closure of a solid waste disposal area 76 
constructed, built or established prior to July 1, 1971. Any person or 77 
municipality conducting an activity for which a general permit has 78 
been issued shall not be required to obtain an individual permit under 79 
this section, except as provided in subdivision (3) of this subsection. 80 
The general permit may regulate a category of activities which (A) 81 
involve the same or substantially similar types of operations, (B) 82 
involve the transfer, storage, processing or disposal of the same types 83 
of substances, (C) require the same operating conditions or standards, 84 
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and (D) require the same or similar monitoring, and which in the 85 
opinion of the commissioner are more appropriately controlled under 86 
a general permit than under an individual permit. The general permit 87 
may require any person or municipality proposing to conduct any 88 
activity under the general permit to register such activity with the 89 
commissioner before it is covered by the general permit. Registration 90 
shall be on a form prescribed by the commissioner. 91 

Sec. 4. Section 22a-208y of the general statutes is repealed and the 92 
following is substituted in lieu thereof (Effective October 1, 2003): 93 

The person holding the permit for a resources recovery facility or a 94 
solid waste disposal area permitted for municipal solid waste may 95 
submit to the Commissioner of Environmental Protection a plan for the 96 
acceptance and disposal of special waste or processed construction and 97 
demolition wood at such facility. For purposes of this section, "special 98 
waste" shall have the meaning provided in regulations adopted by said 99 
commissioner under this chapter. Such plan shall identify special 100 
waste or processed construction and demolition wood which can be 101 
subject to uniform procedures for screening, testing, acceptance, 102 
recordkeeping, handling and disposal and shall include the rate at 103 
which such waste shall be processed. The commissioner shall review 104 
any plan submitted according to this section and shall approve or deny 105 
such plan. If accepted, compliance with such plan may constitute the 106 
special waste authorization from said commissioner which would 107 
otherwise be required for waste which meets the criteria of the plan  108 

Sec. 5. Subdivision (3) of section 22a-134 of the general statutes is 109 
repealed and the following is substituted in lieu thereof (Effective 110 
October 1, 2003): 111 

(3) "Establishment" means any real property at which or any 112 
business operation from which (A) on or after November 19, 1980, 113 
there was generated, except as the result of remediation of polluted 114 
soil, groundwater or sediment, more than one hundred kilograms of 115 
hazardous waste in any one month, (B) hazardous waste generated at a 116

different location was recycled, reclaimed, reused, stored, handled, 117 
treated, transported or disposed of, (C) the process of dry cleaning was 118 
conducted on or after May 1, 1967, (D) furniture stripping was 119 
conducted on or after May 1, 1967, or (E) a vehicle body repair facility 120 
was located on or after May 1, 1967, except that any real property or 121 
business operation that would qualify as an establishment pursuant to 122 
this subdivision solely as a result of the activities of a universal waste 123 
handler or activities undertaken at a universal waste transfer facility 124 
regarding universal waste shall not be an establishment, provided 125 
such activities have not resulted in the discharge, spillage, 126 
uncontrolled loss, seepage or filtration of a universal waste. 127 

Sec. 6. Section 22a-134 of the general statutes is amended by adding 128 
subdivisions (26) to (28), inclusive, as follows (Effective October 1, 2003): 129 

(NEW) (26) "Universal waste" means the following hazardous 130 
wastes: (A) Batteries, as described in 40 CFR 273.2; (B) pesticides, as 131 
described in 40 CFR 273.3; (C) thermostats, as described in 40 CFR 132 
273.4; (D) lamps, as described in 40 CFR 273.5; and (E) used electronics, 133 
as described in the regulations adopted under section 22a-449; 134 

(NEW) (27) "Universal waste handler" means any person whose act 135 
or process produces a universal waste or whose act first causes a 136 
universal waste to become subject to regulation, or the owner or 137 
operator of a facility, including all contiguous property, that receives 138 
universal waste from other universal waste handler, accumulates 139 
universal waste, or sends universal waste to another universal waste 140 
handler, to a destination facility, or to a foreign destination, but does 141 
not mean a person who treats, except pursuant to the provisions of 40 142 
CFR 273.13 (a) or (c), or 40 CFR 273.33 (a) or (c), disposes of, or recycles 143 
universal waste, or a person engaged in the off-site transportation of 144 
universal waste, including a universal waste transfer facility; 145 

(NEW) (28) "Universal waste transfer facility" means any 146 
transportation-related facility, including, but not limited to, loading 147 
docks, parking areas, storage areas and other similar areas where 148 
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shipments of universal waste are held during the normal course of 149 
transportation for not more than ten days. 150 

Sec. 7. Section 23-61b of the general statutes is repealed and the 151 
following is substituted in lieu thereof (Effective October 1, 2003): 152 

(a) No person shall advertise, solicit or contract to do arboriculture 153 
within this state at any time without a license issued in accordance 154 
with the provisions of this section, except that any person may 155 
improve or protect any tree on such person's own premises or on the 156 
property of such person's employer without securing such a license 157 
provided such activity does not violate the provisions of chapter 441, 158 
subsection (a) of section 23-61a or this section. Application for 159 
examination for such license shall be made to the Commissioner of 160 
Environmental Protection and shall contain such information 161 
regarding the applicant's qualifications and proposed operations and 162 
other relevant matters as the commissioner may require and shall be 163 
accompanied by a fee of twenty-five dollars which shall not be 164 
returnable. 165 

(b) The commissioner shall require the applicant to show upon 166 
examination that the applicant possesses adequate knowledge 167 
concerning the proper methods of arboriculture and the dangers 168 
involved and the precautions to be taken in connection with these 169 
operations, together with knowledge concerning the proper use and 170 
application of pesticides and the danger involved and precautions to 171 
be taken in connection with their application. If the applicant is other 172 
than an individual, the applicant shall designate an officer, member or 173 
technician of the organization to take the examination, which designee 174 
shall be subject to approval of the commissioner except that any 175 
person who uses pesticides in arboriculture shall be licensed to do 176 
arboriculture or shall be a licensed commercial applicator under 177 
chapter 441. If the extent of the applicant's operations warrant, the 178 
commissioner may require more than one such member or technician 179 
to be examined. If the commissioner finds the applicant qualified, the 180 
commissioner shall issue a license to perform arboriculture within this 181 
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state. A license shall be valid for a period of five years. The 182 
commissioner may issue licenses so that one-fifth of the licenses expire 183 
each year. The commissioner may issue licenses for less than five years 184 
and prorate the registration fee accordingly. If the commissioner finds 185 
that the applicant is not qualified, or if the commissioner refuses to 186 
issue a license for any other reason, the commissioner shall so inform 187 
the applicant in writing, giving reasons for such refusal. 188 

(c) The commissioner may issue a license without examination to 189 
any nonresident who is licensed in another state under a law that 190 
provides substantially similar qualifications for licensure and which 191 
grants similar privileges of licensure without examination to residents 192 
of this state licensed under the provisions of this section. 193 

(d) Each licensee shall pay a license [renewal] fee of one hundred 194 
fifty dollars for each initial license or renewal. All examination and 195 
license renewal fees shall be deposited as provided in section 4-32, and 196 
any expenses incurred by the commissioner in making examinations, 197 
issuing certificates, inspecting tree work or performing any duties of 198 
the commissioner shall be charged against appropriations of the 199 
General Fund. 200 

(e) Each licensee shall maintain and, upon request, furnish such 201 
records concerning licensed activities as the commissioner may 202 
require. 203 

(f) The commissioner may suspend for not more than ten days and, 204 
after notice and hearing as provided in any regulations established by 205 
the commissioner, may suspend for additional periods, or the 206 
commissioner may revoke, any license issued under this section if the 207 
commissioner finds that the licensee is no longer qualified or has 208 
violated any provision of section 23-61a or this section, or any 209 
regulation adopted thereunder. 210 

(g) The Commissioner of Environmental Protection, in consultation 211 
with the board, shall establish standards for examining applicants and 212 
reexamining applicators with respect to the proper use and application 213 
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of pesticides and [agricultural] arboriculture methods. Such standards 214 
shall provide that in order to be certified, an individual shall be 215 
competent with respect to the use and handling of pesticides or the use 216 
and handling of the pesticide or class of pesticides covered by such 217 
individual's application or certification and in the proper and safe 218 
application of recognized arboricultural methods. 219 

(h) Any licensed arborist shall be considered to be a certified 220 
applicator under section 22a-54 with respect to the use of pesticides.  221 

(i) Any person who is a certified applicator, as defined in section 222 
22a-54, who is also applying for or renewing a license as an arborist 223 
under this section shall not be required to pay a license fee under this 224 
section, provided all fees required by section 22a-54 have been paid in 225 
full. 226 

Sec. 8. (NEW) (Effective October 1, 2003) As used in this section and 227 
sections 9 to 16, inclusive, of this act:  228 

(1) "Arborist business" means any business which wholly or in part 229 
holds itself out for hire to perform arboriculture.  230 

(2) "Place of business" means any physical location at or through 231 
which the functional operations of business regularly occur, including, 232 
but not limited to, financial transactions, arrangement of contracts, 233 
assignment of contracts, assignment of work and recordkeeping, 234 
excluding buildings or locations used solely for storage of equipment 235 
or supplies or telephone answering service.  236 

(3) "Arboriculture" means any work done for hire to improve the 237 
condition of fruit, shade or ornamental trees by feeding or fertilizing, 238 
or by pruning, trimming, bracing, treating cavities or other methods of 239 
improving tree conditions, or protecting trees from damage from 240 
insects or diseases or curing these conditions by spraying or any other 241 
method.  242 

(4) "Person" means any individual, firm, partnership, association, 243 
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syndicate, company, trust, corporation, limited liability company, 244 
municipality, agency or political or administrative subdivision of the 245 
state, or other legal entity of any kind. 246 

(5) "Commissioner" means the Commissioner of Environmental 247 
Protection or an authorized agent of the commissioner.  248 

(6) "Pesticide" means any substance or mixture of substances 249 
intended for preventing, destroying, repelling or mitigating any pest, 250 
or any substance or mixture of substances intended for use as a plant 251 
regulator, defoliant or desiccant. 252 

Sec. 9. (NEW) (Effective October 1, 2003) (a) No person shall engage 253 
in the operation of an arborist business without first obtaining a 254 
certificate of registration from the commissioner.  255 

(b) Application for a certificate of registration shall be made on such 256 
form as the commissioner may prescribe and with such information as 257 
the commissioner deems necessary to fulfill the purposes of sections 8 258 
to 16, inclusive, of this act. Such information may include, but is not 259 
limited to: (1) The name and residential address of the individual 260 
submitting an application on behalf of an arborist business; (2) the 261 
name, address and telephone number of the arborist business; (3) the 262 
name and license number of any licensed arborist employed by the 263 
arborist business; (4) the type of business; and (5) the name, address 264 
and telephone number of a person who will serve as a point of contact 265 
for the commissioner regarding the arborist business. The owner or 266 
operator of an arborist business shall notify the commissioner of any 267 
change in the information contained in an application or in the status 268 
of the business as an arborist business. The notification shall be 269 
submitted, in writing, not more than thirty days after the change. 270 

(c) An application for a certificate of registration or for renewal of a 271 
certificate of registration shall be accompanied by payment of a fee of 272 
sixty dollars. An application for a certificate of registration or for 273 
renewal of a certificate of registration shall not be deemed to be 274 
complete and shall not be acted upon by the commissioner until the 275 
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required fee, as determined by the commissioner, is paid in full. A 276 
certificate of registration issued by the commissioner shall expire on 277 
the thirty-first day of August next succeeding its issuance. A person 278 
with an arborist business with more than one place of business in the 279 
state or who operates under more than one name shall register and 280 
pay the application fee for each place of business and for each business 281 
name. Funds received by the commissioner in accordance with the 282 
provisions of this section shall be deposited in the emergency spill 283 
response fund established under section 22a-451 of the general 284 
statutes, as amended by this act. The commissioner may expend from 285 
the amount collected for such fees any amount necessary to pay the 286 
administrative expenses related to registration and collection of fees, 287 
provided the amount expended in any fiscal year for such purposes 288 
shall not exceed ten per cent of the amount collected in such year. 289 

(d) Any arborist business registered under this section shall display 290 
the registration number assigned to it by the commissioner on the 291 
body of any motor vehicle used by it in the course of business, in any 292 
newspaper advertisement for the business, on any billboard 293 
advertisement for the business, and in any advertisement for the 294 
business placed in the generally circulated telephone directory. Any 295 
such arborist business shall further include the number in any written 296 
contract it enters regarding the performance of arboriculture.  297 

(e) Any person who complies with the arborist business registration 298 
requirements of this section shall not be required to register such 299 
business under section 22a-66c of the general statutes. 300 

Sec. 10. (NEW) (Effective October 1, 2003) (a) The commissioner shall, 301 
after review of a complete application received pursuant to section 9 of 302 
this act, issue, with or without conditions, or deny a certificate of 303 
registration for a arborist business. Any denial of a certificate of 304 
registration shall briefly state the reasons for such denial. Any person 305 
aggrieved by a decision to deny a certificate may, not later than thirty 306 
days after the date such decision is deposited in the mail, request a 307 
hearing before the commissioner. Such hearing shall be held in 308 
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accordance with the provisions of chapter 54 of the general statutes. 309 

(b) The commissioner may revoke or suspend a registration in 310 
accordance with the provisions of section 4-182 of the general statutes. 311 

Sec. 11. (NEW) (Effective October 1, 2003) (a) It shall be unlawful for 312 
any person to:  313 

(1) Violate any provision of sections 9 to 13, inclusive, of this act, 314 
chapter 441 of the general statutes, or any regulation, permit, 315 
certificate, registration or order adopted, administered or issued 316 
pursuant to said chapters; 317 

(2) Include false or misleading information in an application or fail 318 
to notify the commissioner of a change as required by section 9 of this 319 
act; 320 

(3) Include false or misleading information in records required to be 321 
maintained pursuant to section 13 of this act, fail to maintain such 322 
records, or fail to provide the commissioner with the records required 323 
by said section; 324 

(4) Use a pesticide in a manner inconsistent with the registered 325 
labeling or with state or federal restrictions on the use of such 326 
pesticide; 327 

(5) Apply pesticides generally known in the trade to be ineffective 328 
or improper for the intended use; 329 

(6) Operate faulty or unsafe equipment which may result in 330 
improper pesticide application or harm to the environment, the worker 331 
or others; 332 

(7) Apply a pesticide or perform arboriculture in a faulty, careless or 333 
negligent manner;  334 

(8) Aid or abet a licensed or unlicensed person to evade the 335 
provisions of sections 9 to 13, inclusive, of this act, chapter 441 of the 336 
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general statutes, or any regulation, permit, certificate, registration or 337 
order adopted, administered or issued pursuant to said chapters; 338 

(9) Make a false or misleading statement during an inspection or 339 
investigation concerning an infestation of pests, an accident in 340 
applying a pesticide, misuse of a pesticide, or violation of a statute, 341 
regulation, certificate, registration or order; 342 

(10) Perform arboriculture in a manner that does not meet generally 343 
accepted industry standards; 344 

(11) Perform work, whether or not for compensation, in a category 345 
for which the arborist is not certified; and 346 

(12) Possess a certificate of registration if such person has been 347 
convicted of a felony, as defined in section 53a-25 of the general 348 
statutes. 349 

(b) The grounds for denial, revocation or suspension of a certificate 350 
of registration shall include, but not be limited to, the acts or omissions 351 
set forth in subsection (a) of this section. Any arborist business whose 352 
certificate of registration is denied, suspended or revoked shall not be 353 
eligible for a new certificate of registration until such time has elapsed 354 
from the date of denial, suspension or revocation as has been 355 
established by the commissioner. 356 

(c) A new certificate or renewal of a certificate shall not be issued to 357 
an arborist business unless the applicant has submitted the summary 358 
required pursuant to subsection (d) of section 22a-58 of the general 359 
statutes for the previous calendar year. 360 

Sec. 12. (NEW) (Effective October 1, 2003) Each arborist business shall 361 
employ at each place of business not less than one arborist licensed 362 
pursuant to section 23-61b of the general statutes, as amended by this 363 
act. 364 

Sec. 13. (NEW) (Effective October 1, 2003) (a) An arborist business 365 
shall maintain records of pesticide applications for not less than five 366 
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years from the date such record is made or amended, whichever is 367 
later. An arborist business shall maintain records of arboriculture, not 368 
involving the use of pesticides, for two years from the date such record 369 
is made or amended, whichever is later. The records maintained 370 
pursuant to this section shall include: 371 

(1) For each application of a pesticide made on behalf of the 372 
business: (A) The name and certification number of the commercial 373 
supervisor and the commercial operator; (B) the kind and amount of 374 
pesticide used and the amount of acreage treated, if applicable; (C) the 375 
date and place of application; (D) the pest treated for; and (E) the crop 376 
or site treated;  377 

(2) A list of the names and corresponding United States 378 
Environmental Protection Agency registration numbers of any 379 
pesticide applied by the business;  380 

 (3) The names and applicator certification numbers of all certified 381 
commercial pesticide applicators, operator or supervisory, who are 382 
employees or agents of the business, and a list of the types of 383 
applications which each is performing; and 384 

(4) For each site where arboriculture not involving the use of 385 
pesticides was performed: (A) The type of work performed, including 386 
but not limited to, pruning, trimming, cabling, bracing, fertilizing or 387 
treating cavities; (B) the date and place of work; (C) the name and 388 
license number of the licensed arborist supervising the work; and (D) 389 
the names of any unlicensed or licensed persons performing the work 390 
under the supervision of the licensed arborist. 391 

(b) Information required under subdivision (2) of subsection (a) of 392 
this section may be kept separately from the records required by 393 
subdivision (1) of said subsection or may be integrated with such 394 
records by including on the record of each pesticide application the full 395 
name and United States Environmental Protection Agency registration 396 
number of the pesticide used. 397 
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(c) All records and information required to be kept pursuant to this 398 
section shall be kept at the registrant’s place of business and may be 399 
inspected by the commissioner in accordance with section 22a-59 of the 400 
general statutes, as amended by this act, and shall be made available 401 
upon request by the commissioner. If the registrant’s place of business 402 
is outside of the state, the records and information shall be made 403 
available to the commissioner at a location in the state not more than 404 
ten days after receipt of a request for inspection from the 405 
commissioner. 406 

(d) An arborist business shall, upon written request, provide a 407 
customer with a copy of the record which is required to be kept 408 
pursuant to this section and which pertains to arboriculture performed 409 
for that customer. 410 

Sec. 14. (NEW) (Effective October 1, 2003) Any person who violates 411 
any provision of sections 9 to 13, inclusive, of this act, shall be assessed 412 
a civil penalty of not more than five thousand dollars per day for each 413 
day a violation continues. The Attorney General, upon complaint of 414 
the commissioner, shall institute a civil action in the superior court for 415 
the judicial district of Hartford to recover such penalty. 416 

Sec. 15. (NEW) (Effective October 1, 2003) In any proceeding 417 
regarding denial, suspension or revocation of a certificate of 418 
registration, and any proceeding pursuant to section 23-61m of the 419 
general statutes, the action, omission or failure to act of any officer, 420 
agent or other person acting for or employed by the arborist business 421 
shall also be deemed to be the action, omission or failure to act of the 422 
arborist business as well as that of the person employed. 423 

Sec. 16. (NEW) (Effective October 1, 2003) The Commissioner of 424 
Environmental Protection may adopt regulations, in accordance with 425 
the provisions of chapter 54 of the general statutes, that are necessary 426 
to carry out the purposes of sections 23-61a of the general statutes, 23-427 
61b of the general statutes, as amended by this act, and sections 8 to 15, 428 
inclusive, of this act. 429

Sec. 17. Section 22a-59 of the general statutes is repealed and the 430 
following is substituted in lieu thereof (Effective October 1, 2003): 431 

(a) For purposes of enforcing the provisions of this chapter, 432 
subsection (a) of section 23-61a and sections 23-61b, as amended by 433 
this act, [and] 23-61f, and sections 9 to 16, inclusive, of this act, officers 434 
or employees duly designated by the commissioner are authorized to 435 
enter at reasonable times, any establishment or other place where 436 
pesticides or devices are being or have been used, or where pesticides 437 
or devices are held for use, distribution or sale in order to: (1) Observe 438 
the application of pesticides; (2) determine if the applicator is or 439 
should be certified; (3) determine if the applicator has obtained a 440 
proper permit to apply restricted use pesticides; (4) inspect equipment 441 
or devices used to apply pesticides; (5) inspect or investigate the 442 
validity of damage claims; (6) inspect or obtain samples in any place 443 
where pesticides or devices have been used or are held for use, storage, 444 
distribution or sale; (7) obtain samples of any pesticides or devices 445 
packaged, labeled and released for shipment and samples of any 446 
containers or labeling for such pesticides or devices, and (8) obtain 447 
samples of any pesticides or devices that have been used and obtain 448 
samples of any containers or labeling for such pesticides or devices. 449 
Before undertaking such inspection, the officers or employees shall 450 
present to the owner, operator, or agent in charge of the establishment 451 
or other place where pesticides or devices are held for distribution or 452 
sale, appropriate credentials and a written statement as to the reason 453 
for the inspection, including a statement as to whether a violation of 454 
the law is suspected. If no violation is suspected, an alternate and 455 
sufficient reason shall be given in writing. Each such inspection shall 456 
be commenced and completed with reasonable promptness. If the 457 
officer or employee obtains any samples, prior to leaving the premises, 458 
he shall give to the owner, operator, or agent in charge a receipt 459 
describing the samples obtained and, if requested, a portion of each 460 
such sample equal in volume or weight to the portion retained. If an 461 
analysis is made of such samples, the laboratories of the Connecticut 462 
Agricultural Experiment Station may be used and a copy of the results 463 
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of such analysis shall be furnished promptly to the owner, operator, or 464 
agents in charge and the commissioner. 465 

(b) For purposes of enforcing the provisions of this part, subsection 466 
(a) of section 23-61a, and sections 23-61b, as amended by this act, [and] 467 
23-61f, and sections 9 to 16, inclusive, of this act, and upon a showing 468 
to an officer or court of competent jurisdiction that there is reason to 469 
believe that the provisions of this chapter and said sections have been 470 
violated, officers or employees duly designated by the commissioner 471 
are empowered to obtain and to execute warrants authorizing: (1) 472 
Entry for the purpose of this section; (2) inspection and reproduction of 473 
all records showing the quantity, date of shipment, and the name of 474 
consignor and consignee of any pesticide or device found in the 475 
establishment which is adulterated, misbranded, not registered, in the 476 
case of a pesticide, or otherwise in violation of this part and said 477 
sections and in the event of the inability of any person to produce 478 
records containing such information, all other records and information 479 
relating to such delivery, movement, or holding of the pesticide or 480 
device; and (3) the seizure of any pesticide or device which is in 481 
violation of this part and said sections.  482 

Sec. 18. Section 22a-66e of the general statutes is repealed and the 483 
following is substituted in lieu thereof (Effective October 1, 2003): 484 

[(a) The grounds for denial, revocation or suspension of a 485 
registration shall include, but not be limited to] 486 

(a) The following shall be unlawful: 487 

(1) Violation of any provision of this chapter, [as amended] sections 488 
9 to 16, inclusive, of this act, or any regulation, permit, certificate, 489 
registration or order adopted, administered or issued pursuant thereto; 490

(8) Aiding or abetting a certified or uncertified person to evade the 508 
provisions of this chapter, as amended, or any regulation, permit, 509 
certificate, registration or order adopted, administered or issued 510 
pursuant thereto; 511 

(9) The making of a false or misleading statement during an 512 
inspection or investigation concerning an infestation of pests, an 513 
accident in applying a pesticide, misuse of a pesticide, or violation of a 514 
statute, regulation, certificate, registration or order; 515 

(10) The performance of work, whether or not for compensation, in 516 
a category for which the applicator is not certified; and 517 

(11) The conviction of the applicant or pesticide application business 518 
of a felony as defined in section 53a-25. 519 

(b) The grounds for denial, revocation or suspension of a 520 
registration shall include, but not be limited to, the prohibited acts or 521 
omissions set forth in subsection (a) of this section. Any pesticide 522 
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application business whose certificate of registration is denied, 523 
suspended or revoked shall not be eligible for a new certificate until 524 
such time has elapsed from the date of the denial, suspension or 525 
revocation as has been established by the commissioner. 526 

(c) A new certificate or renewal of a certificate shall not be issued to 527 
a commercial applicator unless the applicant has submitted the 528 
summary required pursuant to subsection (d) of section 22a-58, for the 529 
previous calendar year.

(6) A package or packaging component that is reused but exceeds 747 
contaminant levels set forth in subsection (c) of section 22a-255i, 748 
provided (A) the product being conveyed by such [package or 749 
packaging component] packaged product is regulated under federal or 750 
state health or safety requirements; (B) the transportation of such 751 
package or packaging component is regulated under federal or state 752 
transportation requirements; (C) the disposal of the package or 753 
packaging component is performed according to federal or state 754 
radioactive or hazardous waste disposal requirements; and (D) the 755 
manufacturer of such package or packaging component has 756 
demonstrated to the commissioner that such package or packaging 757 
component is entitled to an exemption under this subdivision and the 758 
commissioner grants such exemption.
