After the last section, add the following and renumber sections and 1 
internal references accordingly: 2 

"Sec. 501. Subsection (b) of section 19a-80 of the general statutes is 3 
repealed and the following is substituted in lieu thereof (Effective 4 
October 1, 2003):  5 

(b) (1) Upon receipt of an application for a license, the 6 
Commissioner of Public Health shall issue such license if, upon 7 
inspection and investigation, [he] the commissioner finds that (A) the 8 
applicant, the facilities and the program meet the health, educational 9 
and social needs of children likely to attend the child day care center or 10 
group day care home and comply with requirements established by 11 
regulations adopted under sections 19a-77 to 19a-80, inclusive, and 12 
19a-82 to 19a-87, inclusive, and (B) the application includes any written 13 
statement required under subdivision (2) of this subsection. Each 14 
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license except a temporary license shall be for a term of two years, 15 
shall be inalienable, may be renewed upon terms and conditions 16 
established by regulation and may be suspended or revoked after 17 
notice and an opportunity for a hearing as provided in section 19a-84 18 
for violation of the regulations promulgated under sections 19a-77 to 19 
19a-80, inclusive, and 19a-82 to 19a-87, inclusive. The commissioner 20 
may issue a temporary license for a term of six months and renewable 21 
for another six months, upon such terms and conditions as shall be 22 
provided in regulations adopted under said sections. The 23 
Commissioner of Public Health shall collect from the licensee of a day 24 
care center a fee of two hundred dollars for each license issued or 25 
renewed for a term of two years and a fee of fifty dollars for each 26 
temporary license issued or renewed for a term of six months. The 27 
Commissioner of Public Health shall collect from the licensee of a 28 
group day care home a fee of one hundred dollars for each license 29 
issued or renewed for a term of two years and a fee of thirty dollars for 30 
each temporary license issued or renewed for a term of six months. 31 

(2) On and after October 1, 2003, no license may be issued or 32 
renewed for a child day care center or group day care home located on 33 
rented or leased property unless the application includes a written 34 
statement of the property owner that indicates that the property owner 35 
consents to the use of the property for child day care or group day care 36 
purposes. Such written statement shall be on such form as the 37 
commissioner prescribes." 38
