AN ACT CONCERNING PRIVATE OCCUPATIONAL SCHOOLS AND
STUDENT POLICIES.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General
Assembly convened:

Section 1. (NEW) (Effective July 1, 2004) Commencing with the 2005-
2006 academic year, each private occupational school authorized in
accordance with the provisions of sections 10a-22 to 10a-22k, inclusive,
of the general statutes shall provide to each student admitted to the
school a clear and conspicuous disclosure of the student's specific
financial obligations to the school and the procedure for formally
withdrawing from a course offered by the school in order to minimize

the student's financial liability. Such disclosure shall be in all capital
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letters of no less than twelve-point boldface type of uniform font and

in an easily readable style.

This act shall take effect as follows:
