Assembly within thirty-five days of the convening of the General
Assembly, the actions of the Continuing Legislative Committee on
State Planning and Development related to the Conservation and
Development Policies Plan for Connecticut 2004-2009, submitted to
said committee on March 12, 2004, in conducting a public hearing on
April 7, 2004, and submitting the Conservation and Development
Policies Plan for Connecticut 2004-2009, with recommendations, to the

General Assembly on April 22, 2004, which actions were otherwise
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16  valid except that such hearing and submission were later than thirty-

17  five days after the convening of the General Assembly in 2004, are
18  hereby validated."
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
