AN ACT CONCERNING POLITICAL CONTRIBUTIONS TO TRUSTEES 
OF PUBLIC INSTITUTIONS OF HIGHER EDUCATION. 

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General 
Assembly convened: 
 

Section 1. (NEW) (Effective October 1, 2005) No member of the Board 1 
of Trustees for the Community-Technical Colleges, the Connecticut 2 
State University System or The University of Connecticut may accept a 3 
contribution, as defined in section 9-333b of the general statutes, from 4 
an individual who is an owner, partner, director or officer, or a 5 
manager having substantial policy or decision-making authority, of a 6 
business entity which has a contract to do work for any institution that 7 
the board oversees or is seeking such a contract. 8 

This act shall take effect as follows and shall amend the following 
sections: 
 
Section 1 October 1, 2005 New section 
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Statement of Purpose:   
To prohibit trustees of public institutions of higher education from 
accepting political contributions from contractors who do work for 
such institutions.
