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AN ACT CONCERNING A SLIDING SCALE FOR THE TAX ON LIMITED 
LIABILITY COMPANIES. 

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General 
Assembly convened: 
 

That section 12-284b of the general statutes be amended to establish 1 
a sliding scale for the tax on limited liability companies and similar 2 
business entities, so that limited liability companies with annual sales 3 
of five hundred thousand dollars or less would be taxed fifty dollars, 4 
while limited liability companies with greater annual sales would be 5 
taxed up to a maximum of ______ dollars, depending on size. The tax 6 
amount shall be adjusted to make the impact of the bill revenue 7 
neutral. 8 

Statement of Purpose:  
To remove the unfair burden on smaller companies who are taxed at 
the same flat rate as all other limited liability companies, regardless of 
size.
