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AN ACT CONCERNING THE ESTABLISHMENT OF A BIPARTISAN 
COMMISSION TO REVIEW REIMBURSEMENT RATES PAID TO 
PARTICIPATING PROVIDERS IN STATE MEDICAL ASSISTANCE 
PROGRAMS. 

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General 
Assembly convened: 
 

That chapter 319v of the general statutes be amended to provide for 1 
the establishment of a bipartisan commission that shall annually 2 
review the reimbursement rates made to medical providers enrolled as 3 
participating providers in any state medical assistance program and 4 
that such commission shall be empowered to increase provider rates to 5 
cover the reasonable costs of the services provided. 6
