AN ACT CONCERNING THE RESTORATION OF ELECTORAL RIGHTS

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General 
Assembly convened: 
 

That section 9-46a of the general statutes be amended to provide 1 
that a person who has been convicted of a felony and is no longer in 2 
the custody of, or under the supervision of, the Department of 3 
Correction shall not be required to contact and obtain a letter from the 4 
department in order for their electoral rights to be restored. 5

felonies who have been released from confinement and resided in the 
community for many years.
