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AN ACT CONCERNING THE CHARGING OF UNEMPLOYMENT
COMPENSATION BENEFITS TO CERTAIN NONPROFIT EMPLOYEES.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General
Assembly convened:

Section 1. Subdivision (5) of subsection (g) of section 31-225 of the
general statutes is repealed and the following is substituted in lieu
thereof (Effective October 1, 2005):
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(5) Each employer that is liable for payments in lieu of contributions
shall pay to the administrator for the fund the amount of regular and
additional benefits plus the amount of one-half of extended benefits
paid that are attributable to service in the employ of such employer. If

benefits paid to an individual are based on wages paid by more than
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one employer and one or more of such employers are liable for
10  payments in lieu of contributions, the amount payable to the fund by
11  each employer that is liable for such payments, shall be an amount
12 which bears the same ratio to the total benefits paid to the individual
13 as the total base period wages paid to the individual by such employer
14  bear to the total base period wages paid to the individual by all of the

15 individual's base period employers; except that, if an employer who

16  employed the individual during the applicable base period dismissed
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the individual and the individual was ineligible for benefits under

section 31-236, said emplovyer shall not be liable for any payments in

lieu of contributions for the individual.

This act shall take effect as follows and shall amend the following
sections:

Statement of Purpose:

To prohibit charging any unemployment compensation payments in
lieu of contributions to a nonprofit employer that terminates an
employee under circumstances that do not entitle the employee to
receive benefits as a result of the termination.
