AN ACT CONCERNING NURSING LICENSURE FOR MILITARY 
SPOUSES. 

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General 
Assembly convened: 
 

Section 1. Subsection (b) of section 20-94 of the general statutes is 1 
repealed and the following is substituted in lieu thereof (Effective 2 
October 1, 2005): 3 

(b) The Department of Public Health may issue a temporary permit 4 
to an applicant for licensure without examination or to an applicant 5 
previously licensed in Connecticut whose license has become void 6 
pursuant to section 19a-88, upon receipt of a completed application 7 
form, accompanied by the fee for licensure without examination, a 8 
copy of a current license from another state of the United States, the 9 
District of Columbia or a commonwealth or territory subject to the 10 
laws of the United States, and a notarized affidavit attesting that said 11 
license is valid and belongs to the person requesting notarization. Such 12 
temporary permit shall be valid for a period not to exceed one 13 
hundred twenty calendar days and shall not be renewable, [. No] 14 
except that the department may issue a second temporary permit to 15 
any applicant who is the spouse of a member of the armed forces of the 16 
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United States who is on active duty in Connecticut, provided such 17 
second temporary permit shall be valid for a period not to exceed one 18 
hundred twenty calendar days and shall not be renewable. The 19 
department shall not issue a temporary permit [shall be issued] under 20 
this section to any applicant against whom professional disciplinary 21 
action is pending or who is the subject of an unresolved complaint. 22 

This act shall take effect as follows and shall amend the following 
sections:
