AN ACT PROHIBITING THE USE OF PUBLIC FUNDS AT ANY TIME TO 
PROMOTE THE NOMINATION OR ELECTION OF A CANDIDATE FOR 
STATE-WIDE OFFICE OR AN INCUMBENT STATE OFFICER. 

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General 
Assembly convened: 
 

That subsection (d) of section 9-333l of the general statutes be 1 
amended to prohibit at any time any advertisement paid for in whole 2 
or in part by public funds, which (A) features the name, face or voice 3 
of a candidate for a state-wide office or an incumbent serving in such 4 
office, or (B) promotes the nomination or election of a candidate for 5 
state-wide office or an incumbent serving in such office. 6 

Statement of Purpose:   
To prohibit at all times publicly sponsored advertisements which 
feature the name, face or voice of any candidate for state-wide office or 
an incumbent state officer.
