January 1, 2007): 5 

(b) (1) Any sum payable on a traveler's check issued or sold in this 6 
state on which a business association is directly liable, which has been 7 
outstanding for more than fifteen years from the date of its issuance is 8 
presumed abandoned, unless the owner has within fifteen years 9 
corresponded in writing with the business association concerning it, or 10 
otherwise indicated an interest as evidenced by a memorandum on file 11 
with such business association.  12 

(2) Any sum payable on a money order issued or sold in this state 13 
on which a business association is directly liable, which has been 14 
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outstanding for more than seven years from the date of its issuance is 15 
presumed abandoned, unless the owner has within seven years 16 
corresponded in writing with the business association concerning it, or 17 
otherwise indicated an interest as evidenced by a memorandum on file 18 
with such business association." 19
