occupancy. If either the State Fire Marshal or the State Building 14 
Inspector determines that a variation or exemption from, or an 15 
equivalent or alternate compliance with, said subdivision (2) should 16 
not be permitted, no such variation or exemption, or equivalent or 17 
alternate compliance shall be granted or approved. Any determination 18 
made pursuant to this subdivision by the State Fire Marshal and the 19 
State Building Inspector shall be in writing. Any person aggrieved by 20 
any decision of the State Fire Marshal or the State Building Inspector, 21 
or both, may appeal to the Codes and Standards Committee no later 22 
than fourteen days after issuance of the decision. Any person 23 
aggrieved by any ruling of the Codes and Standards Committee may 24 
appeal to the superior court for the judicial district wherein such 25 
occupancy is located."
