(1) Beginning in the 2005-2006 school year, each student enrolled in 18 
grades three to eight, inclusive, and ten in any public school shall, 19 
annually, in March or April, take a state-wide mastery examination 20 
that measures the essential and grade-appropriate skills in reading, 21 
writing and mathematics; and 22 

(2) Beginning in the 2007-2008 school year, each student enrolled in 23 
grades five, eight and ten in any public school shall, annually, in 24 
March or April, take a state-wide mastery examination in science." 25
