"(c) Commencing with the report submitted for the calendar vear

ending on December 31, 2005, the commissioner shall also include with

the report the following information with respect to persons who

receive state-funded medical assistance benefits: (1) The number of

children receiving such assistance who are born out of wedlock; (2) the

age of the mother of such children born out of wedlock; (3) the place of

residence of such children born out of wedlock; (4) the number of

prior-born siblings to such children born out of wedlock; and (5) the

cost to the state of providing state-funded medical assistance benefits

to such persons. The report shall not include the names of any state-

funded medical assistance beneficiaries and shall be subject to the
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provisions of section 17b-90 and the federal Health Insurance

Portability and Accountability Act of 1996. For purposes of this

subsection, "state-funded medical assistance benefits" means any

medical assistance benefits received pursuant to the operation of the

state-administered general assistance program, the Medicaid program,
or the HUSKY Plan, Part A, HUSKY Plan, Part B or HUSKY Plus

programs."
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
