In line 27, after "statutes" insert a period and strike ", and establish a 1 
fine not to exceed one" 2 

Strike lines 28 and 29 in their entirety 3 

In line 34, strike "citation" and insert in lieu thereof "complaint or 4 
summons ticket" 5 

In line 41, strike "citation" and insert in lieu thereof "complaint or 6 
summons ticket" 7 

Strike lines 48 to 158, inclusive, in their entirety and insert the 8 
following in lieu thereof: 9 
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"(d) Complaint and summons tickets issued for violations detected 10 
and recorded by an automated traffic enforcement device pursuant to 11 
this section shall be processed by the Centralized Infractions Bureau in 12 
accordance with sections 51-164m to 51-164r, inclusive, of the general 13 
statutes. A person may elect to pay the fine by mail or plead not guilty 14 
and request a trial in the Superior Court as provided by said sections. 15 
The state shall remit to the municipality in which the violation 16 
occurred all amounts received with respect to a violation detected and 17 
recorded by an automated traffic enforcement device pursuant to this 18 
section." 19
