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After the last section, add the following and renumber sections and

internal references accordingly:

"Sec. 501. Subdivision (25) of section 10-262f of the general statutes
is repealed and the following is substituted in lieu thereof (Effective July
1, 2005):

(25) "Total need students" means the sum of (A) the number of
resident students of the town for the school year, (B) (i) for any school
year commencing prior to July 1, 1998, one-quarter the number of
children under the temporary family assistance program for the prior
fiscal year, [and] (ii) for the school [year] years commencing July 1,
1998, [and each school year thereafter] to July 1, 2004, one-quarter the

number of children under the temporary family assistance program for
the fiscal year ending June 30, 1997, and (iii) for the school year

commencing July 1, 2005, and each school vear thereafter, one-quarter

the number of children under the temporary family assistance
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program for the fiscal vear ending two vears prior to said school vear,

(C) one-quarter of the mastery count for the school year, and (D) ten
per cent of the number of eligible children, as defined in subdivision
(1) of section 10-17e, for whom the board of education is not required

to provide a program pursuant to section 10-17f."
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
