AN ACT PROHIBITING THE SALE OF ELECTRONIC DEFENSE
WEAPONS.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General
Assembly convened:

Section 1. (NEW) (Effective October 1, 2006) (a) No person shall
distribute, transport or import into the state, keep for sale, or offer or

expose for sale, or give away any electronic defense weapon, as
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defined in section 53a-3 of the general statutes.

(b) The provisions of subsection (a) of this section shall not apply to
the sale of electronic defense weapons to the Division of State Police
within the Department of Public Safety, local police departments and
the Department of Correction for use in the discharge of their official
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duties.

10 (c) Any person who violates this section shall be fined not more

11  than five hundred dollars or imprisoned not more than three years, or
12 both.
