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Title: AN ACT INCREASING THE CONNECTICUT HOUSING FINANCE AUTHORITY'S 
UNINSURED PERMANENT MORTGAGE CAP.  

Statement of Purpose: To increase the statutory cap on CHFA's uninsured permanent mortgages to 
$1,200,000,000, which would bring the ratio of uninsured loans to total assets to 30%.  
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
