"(b) (1) No state officer or employee, as defined in section 4-141, no 3 
quasi-public agency officer or employee, no officer or employee of a 4 
large state contractor and no appointing authority shall take or 5 
threaten to take any personnel action against any state or quasi-public 6 
agency employee or any employee of a large state contractor in 7 
retaliation for such employee's or contractor's disclosure of 8 
information to (A) an employee of [(i)] the Auditors of Public Accounts 9 
or the Attorney General under the provisions of subsection (a) of this 10 
section; [(ii)] (B) an employee of the state agency or quasi-public 11 
agency where such state officer or employee is employed; [(iii)] (C) an 12 
employee of a state agency pursuant to a mandated reporter statute; or 13 
[(iv)] (D) in the case of a large state contractor, [to] an employee of the 14 
contracting state agency concerning information involving the large 15 
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state contract." 16

interest in all or any portion of property of such authority, real or 23 
personal, tangible or intangible, determined by such authority to be no 24 
longer used by or useful to such authority, on such terms as such 25 
authority may determine to be necessary, desirable or convenient, 26 
subject to the provisions of applicable law concerning such sale, lease 27 
or options, except that such authority may not sell, lease or otherwise 28 
convey any interest in land classified under [subsection (c) of section 29 
25-37] section 25-37c as class I or class II water-company-owned land 30 
unless specifically authorized in subdivision (5) or (17) of this section; 31 

(5) Mortgage or otherwise encumber all or any portion of the 32 
property of such authority, real or personal, tangible or intangible, or 33 
assume all [of] or any portion of any obligations incurred by a 34 
constituent municipality in connection with the acquisition, 35 
construction or operation of any system transferred to or operated by 36 
such authority, or any person operating a system on behalf of such 37 
authority whenever, in the opinion of such authority, such action is 38 
deemed to be in furtherance of the purposes of sections 7-244g to 7-39 
244s, inclusive. 40 

Sec. 502. Subdivision (20) of section 7-244h of the 2006 supplement 41 
to the general statutes is repealed and the following is substituted in 42 
lieu thereof (Effective from passage): 43 

(20) Subject to approval by a majority of members of such 44 
authority's board of directors and such other requirements as such 45 
authority may establish, indemnify and hold harmless any person in 46 
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connection with the business of such authority, including [,] 47 
indemnification against taxation by the federal and state governments 48 
respecting any state or local property taxes and any realization of tax 49 
benefits or incentives associated with ownership of a system or of 50 
ownership of any interest in property, real or personal, tangible or 51 
intangible. 52 

Sec. 503. Subdivision (23) of section 7-244h of the 2006 supplement 53 
to the general statutes is repealed and the following is substituted in 54 
lieu thereof (Effective from passage): 55 

(23) Establish and impose fees, rates, charges and penalties on users 56 
of the system, including the state and any political subdivision thereof, 57 
including municipalities, and levy assessments on property benefited 58 
by the system, including property owned by the state and any political 59 
subdivisions thereof, including municipalities, in accordance with 60 
sections 7-244g to 7-244s, inclusive, for the services it performs and 61 
waive, suspend, reduce or otherwise modify such fees, rates, charges, 62 
penalties or assessments, provided each such fee, rate, charge, penalty 63 
or assessment applies uniformly to all users and benefited properties 64 
within the constituent municipality with respect to a given type or 65 
category of water supply, in accordance with criteria established by 66 
such authority, and further provided no change may be made in user 67 
fees to users within the constituent municipality without at least sixty 68 
days prior notice to the users affected thereby. 69 

Sec. 504. Section 7-244q of the 2006 supplement to the general 70 
statutes is repealed and the following is substituted in lieu thereof 71 
(Effective from passage): 72 

Without limiting the generality of any and all rights, privileges and 73 
powers granted to an authority under the provisions of sections 7-244g 74 
to 7-244s, inclusive, and subject to the [provision of said] provisions of 75 
sections 7-244g to 7-244s, inclusive, an authority shall have the same 76 
rights, privileges and powers related to the issuance of bonds as are 77 
granted to a municipality or town, as such terms are defined in chapter 78 
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109. Where [said] chapter 109 authorizes or requests action by a 79 
municipal or town official, officer or body, the board of directors of an 80 
authority shall designate an official, officer or body of such authority 81 
to take such action on behalf of such authority, except that the 82 
provisions of sections 7-373 to 7-374a, inclusive, [7-347c] 7-374c, 7-378b, 83 
7-378d and 7-378f do not apply to such authority. For purposes of this 84 
section, references in [said] chapter 109 to "taxes" or "taxation" mean 85 
charges or assessments by an authority.  86 

Sec. 505. Subsection (a) of section 10-16x of the 2006 supplement to 87 
the general statutes is repealed and the following is substituted in lieu 88 
thereof (Effective from passage): 89 

(a) The Department of Education, in consultation with the after 90 
school committee established pursuant to section 10-16v, may, within 91 
available appropriations, administer a grant program to provide grants 92 
for after school programs to local and regional boards of education, 93 
municipalities and not-for-profit organizations that are exempt from 94 
taxation under Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, 95 
or any subsequent corresponding internal revenue code of the United 96 
States, as from time to time amended. For purposes of this subsection, 97 
"after school program" means a program that takes place when school 98 
is not in session and is for the educational, enrichment and recreational 99 
activities [for] of children in grades kindergarten to twelve, inclusive.  100 

Sec. 506. Section 10-231a of the 2006 supplement to the general 101 
statutes is repealed and the following is substituted in lieu thereof 102 
(Effective from passage): 103 

As used in sections 10-231b to 10-231d, inclusive, as amended, and 104 
section 19a-79a, as amended, (1) "pesticide" means a fungicide used on 105 
plants, an insecticide, a herbicide or a rodenticide, but does not mean a 106 
sanitizer, disinfectant, antimicrobial agent or [a] pesticide bait, (2) [a] 107 
"lawn care pesticide" means a pesticide registered by the United States 108 
Environmental Protection Agency and labeled pursuant to the federal 109 
Insecticide, Fungicide and Rodenticide Act for use in lawn, garden and 110 
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ornamental sites or areas, and (3) "integrated pest management" means 111 
use of all available pest control techniques, including judicious use of 112 
pesticides, when warranted, to maintain a pest population at or below 113 
an acceptable level, while decreasing the use of pesticides.  114 

Sec. 507. Subsection (b) of section 10-231b of the 2006 supplement to 115 
the general statutes is repealed and the following is substituted in lieu 116 
thereof (Effective from passage): 117 

(b) No person shall apply a lawn care pesticide on the grounds of 118 
any public or private preschool or public or private elementary school, 119 
except that (1) on and after January 1, 2006, until July 1, 2008, an 120 
application of a lawn care pesticide may be made at a public or private 121 
elementary school on the playing fields and playgrounds of such 122 
[schools] school pursuant to an integrated pest management plan, 123 
which plan (A) shall be consistent with the model pest control 124 
management plan developed by the Commissioner of Environmental 125 
Protection pursuant to section 22a-66l, and (B) may be developed by a 126 
local or regional board of education for all public schools under its 127 
control, and (2) an emergency application of a lawn care pesticide may 128 
be made to eliminate a threat to human health, as determined by the 129 
local health director, the Commissioner of Public Health, the 130 
Commissioner of Environmental Protection [,] or, in the case of a 131 
public elementary school, the school superintendent.  132 

Sec. 508. Subsection (g) of section 10a-178 of the 2006 supplement to 133 
the general statutes is repealed and the following is substituted in lieu 134 
thereof (Effective from passage): 135 

(g) "Health care institution" means [(i)] (1) any nonprofit, state-aided 136 
hospital or other health care institution, including The University of 137 
Connecticut Health Center, which is entitled, under the laws of the 138 
state, to receive assistance from the state by means of a grant made 139 
pursuant to a budgetary appropriation made by the [general assembly, 140 
(ii)] General Assembly, (2) any other hospital or other health care 141 
institution which is licensed, or any nonprofit, nonstock corporation 142 
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which shall receive financing or shall undertake to construct or acquire 143 
a project which is or will be eligible to be licensed, as an institution 144 
under the provisions of sections 19a-490 to 19a-503, inclusive, as 145 
amended, or any nonprofit, nonstock, nonsectarian facility which is 146 
exempt from taxation under the provisions of section 12-81, as 147 
amended, or 38a-188 and which is a health care center under the 148 
provisions of sections 38a-175 to 38a-191, inclusive, or [(iii)] (3) any 149 
nonprofit corporation wholly owned by two or more hospitals or other 150 
health care institutions which operates for and on behalf of such 151 
hospitals or other health care institutions a project, as defined in 152 
subsection (b) [hereof] of this section, or is a nursing home. 153 

Sec. 509. Subsection (h) of section 12-263m of the 2006 supplement 154 
to the general statutes is repealed and the following is substituted in 155 
lieu thereof (Effective from passage): 156 

(h) On or after February 1, 2000, and annually thereafter, the 157 
Commissioner of Economic and Community Development shall 158 
submit a report, in accordance with section 11-4a, to the joint standing 159 
committee of the General Assembly having cognizance of matters 160 
relating to the environment regarding the account and grant program 161 
established under this section. Such report shall include information as 162 
to the number of applications received, and the number and amounts 163 
of grants made, since the inception of the program, the names of the 164 
applicants, the time period between submission of an application and 165 
the decision to [grant] approve or deny the [loan] grant, which 166 
applications were approved and which applications were denied and 167 
the reasons for denial. Such report shall further include a 168 
recommendation as to whether the surcharge and the grant program 169 
established under this section should continue.  170 

Sec. 510. Subsection (a) of section 12-643 of the 2006 supplement to 171 
the general statutes is repealed and the following is substituted in lieu 172 
thereof (Effective from passage): 173 

(a) The term "taxable gifts" means the transfers by gift which are 174 
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included in taxable gifts for federal gift tax purposes under Section 175 
2503 and Sections 2511 to 2514, inclusive, and Sections 2516 to 2519, 176 
inclusive, of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, or any subsequent 177 
corresponding internal revenue code of the United States, as from time 178 
to time amended, less the deductions allowed in Sections 2522 to 2524, 179 
inclusive, of said Internal Revenue Code, except in the event of repeal 180 
of the federal gift tax, [than] then all references to the Internal Revenue 181 
Code in this section shall mean the Internal Revenue Code as in force 182 
on the day prior to the effective date of such repeal.  183 

Sec. 511. Subsection (g) of section 15-140j of the general statutes is 184 
repealed and the following is substituted in lieu thereof (Effective from 185 
passage): 186 

(g) Any person who violates any provision of this section shall be 187 
fined not less than sixty dollars [nor] or more than two hundred fifty 188 
dollars for each such violation. 189 

Sec. 512. Subsection (d) of section 16-19b of the 2006 supplement to 190 
the general statutes is repealed and the following is substituted in lieu 191 
thereof (Effective from passage): 192 

(d) The Department of Public Utility Control shall adjust the retail 193 
rate charged by each electric distribution company for electric 194 
transmission services periodically to recover all transmission costs 195 
prudently incurred by each electric distribution company. The 196 
Department of Public Utility Control, after notice and hearing, shall 197 
design the retail transmission rate to provide for recovery of all Federal 198 
Energy Regulatory Commission approved transmission costs, rates, 199 
tariffs and charges and of other transmission costs prudently incurred 200 
by an electric distribution company in accordance with section 16-19e. 201 
Notwithstanding the provisions of section 16-19, the department shall 202 
adjust the retail transmission rate in accordance with the provisions of 203 
subsections (e) and (h) of this section. A transmission rate adjustment 204 
clause approved pursuant to this section shall apply to all electric 205 
distribution companies similarly affected by transmission costs. The 206 
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department's authority to review the [prudency] prudence of costs 207 
shall not apply to any matter over which any agency, department or 208 
instrumentality of the federal government has exclusive jurisdiction, or 209 
has jurisdiction concurrent with that of the state and has exercised 210 
such jurisdiction to the exclusion of regulation of such matter by the 211 
state. 212 

Sec. 513. Subdivision (2) of subsection (c) of section 16-32f of the 213 
2006 supplement to the general statutes is repealed and the following 214 
is substituted in lieu thereof (Effective from passage): 215 

(2) Programs included in the plan shall be screened through cost-216 
effectiveness testing that compares the value and payback period of 217 
program benefits to program costs to ensure that the programs are 218 
designed to obtain gas savings whose value is greater than the costs of 219 
the program. Program cost-effectiveness shall be reviewed annually by 220 
the department, or otherwise as is practicable. If the department 221 
determines that a program fails the cost-effectiveness test as part of the 222 
review process, the program shall either be modified to meet the test 223 
or [shall] be terminated. On or before January 1, 2007, and annually 224 
thereafter, the board shall provide a report, in accordance with the 225 
provisions of section 11-4a, to the joint standing committees of the 226 
General Assembly having cognizance of matters relating to energy and 227 
the environment, that documents expenditures and funding for such 228 
programs and evaluates the cost-effectiveness of such programs 229 
conducted in the preceding year, including any increased cost-230 
effectiveness owing to offering programs that save more than one fuel 231 
resource. 232 

Sec. 514. Subsection (a) of section 16-50k of the 2006 supplement to 233 
the general statutes is repealed and the following is substituted in lieu 234 
thereof (Effective from passage): 235 

(a) Except as provided in subsection (b) of section 16-50z, no person 236 
shall exercise any right of eminent domain in contemplation of, 237 
commence the preparation of the site for, or commence the 238 
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construction or supplying of a facility, or commence any modification 239 
of a facility, that may, as determined by the council, have a substantial 240 
adverse environmental effect in the state without having first obtained 241 
a certificate of environmental compatibility and public need, 242 
hereinafter referred to as a "certificate", issued with respect to such 243 
facility or modification by the council, except fuel cells with a 244 
generating capacity of ten kilowatts or less which shall not require 245 
such certificate. Any facility with respect to which a certificate is 246 
required shall thereafter be built, maintained and operated in 247 
conformity with such certificate and any terms, limitations or 248 
conditions contained therein. Notwithstanding the provisions of this 249 
chapter or title 16a, the council shall, in the exercise of its jurisdiction 250 
over the siting of generating facilities, approve by declaratory ruling 251 
(1) the construction of a facility solely for the purpose of generating 252 
electricity, other than an electric generating facility that uses nuclear 253 
materials or coal as fuel, at a site where an electric generating facility 254 
operated prior to July 1, 2004, (2) the construction or location of any 255 
fuel cell, unless the council finds a substantial adverse environmental 256 
effect, or of any customer-side distributed resources project or facility 257 
or grid-side distributed resources project or facility with a capacity of 258 
not more than sixty-five megawatts, [so] as long as such project meets 259 
air quality standards of the Department of Environmental Protection, 260 
and (3) the siting of temporary generation solicited by the Department 261 
of Public Utility Control pursuant to section 16-19ss, as amended. 262 

Sec. 515. Subsection (c) of section 16-243m of the 2006 supplement to 263 
the general statutes is repealed and the following is substituted in lieu 264 
thereof (Effective from passage): 265 

(c) On or before February 1, 2006, the department shall conduct a 266 
proceeding to develop and issue a request for proposals to solicit the 267 
development of long-term projects designed to reduce federally 268 
mandated congestion charges for the period commencing on May 1, 269 
2006, and ending on December 31, 2010, or such later date specified by 270 
the department. For purposes of this section, projects shall include (1) 271 
customer-side distributed resources, (2) grid-side distributed 272 
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resources, (3) new generation facilities, including expanded or 273 
repowered generation, and (4) contracts for a term of no more than 274 
fifteen years between a person and an electric distribution company for 275 
the purchase of electric capacity rights. Such request for proposals 276 
shall encourage responses from a variety of resource types and 277 
encourage diversity in the fuel mix used in generation. An electric 278 
distribution company may submit proposals pursuant to this 279 
subsection on the same basis as other respondents to the solicitation. A 280 
proposal submitted by an electric distribution company shall include 281 
its full projected costs such that any project costs recovered from or 282 
defrayed by ratepayers are included in the projected costs. An electric 283 
distribution company submitting a bid under this subsection shall 284 
demonstrate to the satisfaction of the department that its bid is not 285 
supported in any form of cross subsidization by affiliated entities. If 286 
such electric distribution company's proposal is approved pursuant to 287 
subsection (g) of this section, the costs and revenues of such proposal 288 
shall not be included in calculating such company's earning for 289 
purposes of, or in determining whether its rates are just and reasonable 290 
under, sections 16-19, 16-19a and 16-19e. Electric distribution 291 
companies may under no circumstances recover more than the full 292 
costs identified in the proposals, as approved under subsection (g) of 293 
this section and consistent with subsection (h) of this section. Affiliates 294 
of the electric distribution company may submit proposals consistent 295 
with section 16-244h, regulations adopted under [said] section 16-244h 296 
and other requirements the department may impose. The department 297 
may request from a person submitting a proposal further information 298 
[,] that the department determines to be in the public interest [,] to be 299 
used in evaluating the proposal. The department shall determine 300 
whether costs associated with subsection (l) of this section shall be 301 
considered in the evaluation or selection of bids. 302 

Sec. 516. Subdivision (2) of subsection (j) of section 16-244c of the 303 
2006 supplement to the general statutes is repealed and the following 304 
is substituted in lieu thereof (Effective from passage): 305 

(2) Notwithstanding the provisions of subsection (d) of this section 306 
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regarding an alternative transitional standard offer option or an 307 
alternative standard service option, an electric distribution company 308 
providing transitional standard offer service, standard service, 309 
supplier of last resort service or back-up electric generation service in 310 
accordance with this section shall, not later than July 1, 2008, file with 311 
the Department of Public Utility Control for its approval one or more 312 
long-term power purchase contracts from Class I renewable energy 313 
source projects that receive funding from the Renewable Energy 314 
Investment Fund and that are not less than one megawatt in size, at a 315 
price that is either, at the determination of the project owner, [(1)] (A) 316 
not more than the total of the comparable wholesale market price for 317 
generation plus five and one-half cents per kilowatt hour, or [(2)] (B) 318 
fifty per cent of the wholesale market electricity cost at the point at 319 
which transmission lines intersect with each other or interface with the 320 
distribution system, plus the project cost of fuel indexed to natural gas 321 
futures contracts on the New York Mercantile Exchange at the natural 322 
gas pipeline interchange located in Vermillion Parish, Louisiana that 323 
serves as the delivery point for such futures contracts, plus the fuel 324 
delivery charge for transporting fuel to the project, plus five and one-325 
half cents per kilowatt hour. In its approval of such contracts, the 326 
department shall give preference to purchase contracts from those 327 
projects that would provide a financial benefit to ratepayers or would 328 
enhance the reliability of the electric transmission system of the state. 329 
Such projects shall be located in this state. The owner of a fuel cell 330 
project principally manufactured in this state shall be allocated all 331 
available air emissions credits and tax credits attributable to the project 332 
and no less than fifty per cent of the energy credits in the Class I 333 
renewable energy credits program established in section 16-245a, as 334 
amended, attributable to the project. Such contracts shall be comprised 335 
of not less than a total, apportioned among each electric distribution 336 
company, of one hundred megawatts. The cost of such contracts and 337 
the administrative costs for the procurement of such contracts directly 338 
incurred shall be eligible for inclusion in the adjustment to the 339 
transitional standard offer as provided in this section and any 340 
subsequent rates for standard service, provided such contracts are for a 341 
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period of time sufficient to provide financing for such projects, but not 342 
less than ten years, and are for projects which began operation on or 343 
after July 1, 2003. Except as provided in this subdivision, the amount 344 
from Class I renewable energy sources contracted under such contracts 345 
shall be applied to reduce the applicable Class I renewable energy 346 
source portfolio standards. For purposes of this subdivision, the 347 
department's determination of the comparable wholesale market price 348 
for generation shall be based upon a reasonable estimate. 349 

Sec. 517. Subdivision (6) of subsection (a) of section 16-244e of the 350 
2006 supplement to the general statutes is repealed and the following 351 
is substituted in lieu thereof (Effective from passage): 352 

(6) Once unbundling is completed to the satisfaction of the 353 
department and consistent with the provisions of section 16-244, (A) 354 
any corporate affiliate or separate division that provides electric 355 
generation services as a result of unbundling pursuant to this 356 
subsection shall be considered a generation entity or affiliate of the 357 
electric company, and the division or corporate affiliate of the electric 358 
company that provides transmission and distribution services shall be 359 
considered an electric distribution company, and (B) an electric 360 
distribution company shall not own or operate generation assets, 361 
except as provided in [subsection (e) of] this section and section 16-362 
243m. 363 

Sec. 518. Subsection (a) of section 16-245d of the 2006 supplement to 364 
the general statutes is repealed and the following is substituted in lieu 365 
thereof (Effective from passage): 366 

(a) The Department of Public Utility Control shall, by regulations 367 
adopted pursuant to chapter 54, develop a standard billing format that 368 
enables customers to compare pricing policies and charges among 369 
electric suppliers. Not later than January 1, 2006, the department shall 370 
adopt regulations, in accordance with the provisions of chapter 54, to 371 
provide that an electric supplier may provide direct billing and 372 
collection services for electric generation services and related federally 373 
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mandated congestion charges that such supplier provides to its 374 
customers that have a maximum demand of not less than one hundred 375 
kilowatts and that choose to receive a bill directly from such supplier. 376 
An electric company, electric distribution company or electric supplier 377 
that provides direct billing of the electric generation service 378 
component and related federally mandated congestion charges, as the 379 
case may be, shall, in accordance with the billing format developed by 380 
the department, include the following information in each customer's 381 
bill, as appropriate: (1) The total amount owed by the customer, which 382 
shall be itemized to show, (A) the electric generation services 383 
component and any additional charges imposed by the electric 384 
supplier, if applicable, (B) the distribution charge, including all 385 
applicable taxes and the systems benefits charge, as provided in 386 
section 16-245l, as amended, (C) the transmission rate as adjusted 387 
pursuant to subsection (d) of section 16-19b, as amended, (D) the 388 
competitive transition assessment, as provided in section 16-245g, (E) 389 
federally mandated congestion charges, and (F) the conservation and 390 
renewable energy charge, consisting of the conservation and load 391 
management program charge, as provided in section 16-245m, as 392 
amended, and the renewable energy investment charge, as provided in 393 
section 16-245n, as amended; (2) any unpaid amounts from previous 394 
bills which shall be listed separately from current charges; (3) except 395 
for customers subject to a demand charge, the rate and usage for the 396 
current month and each of the previous twelve months in the form of a 397 
bar graph or other visual form; (4) the payment due date; (5) the 398 
interest rate applicable to any unpaid amount; (6) the toll-free 399 
telephone number of the electric distribution company to report power 400 
losses; (7) the toll-free telephone number of the Department of Public 401 
Utility Control for questions or complaints; (8) the toll-free telephone 402 
number and address of the electric supplier; and (9) a statement about 403 
the availability of information concerning electric suppliers pursuant 404 
to section 16-245p, as amended. 405 

Sec. 519. Subdivision (2) of subsection (e) of section 16a-23t of the 406 
2006 supplement to the general statutes is repealed and the following 407 
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is substituted in lieu thereof (Effective from passage): 408 

(2) The secretary, in the performance of the secretary's duties, may 409 
summon and examine, under oath, such witnesses, and may direct the 410 
production of, and examine or cause to be produced and examined, 411 
such books, records, vouchers, memoranda, documents, letters, 412 
contracts or other papers in relation to the affairs of any home heating 413 
oil seller or distributor at the wholesale or retail level operating in the 414 
state as [it] the secretary may find advisable. 415 

Sec. 520. Section 17a-90 of the general statutes is repealed and the 416 
following is substituted in lieu thereof (Effective from passage): 417 

(a) The Commissioner of Children and Families shall have general 418 
supervision over the welfare of children who require the care and 419 
protection of the state. 420 

(b) [He] The Commissioner of Children and Families shall furnish 421 
protective services or provide and pay, wholly or in part, for the care 422

Any 857 
person entitled to maintain an action under said sections may 858 
intervene as a party in all such procedures. Nothing herein shall 859 
prevent the maintenance of an action, as provided in said sections, to 860 
protect the rights recognized herein, where existing administrative and 861 
regulatory procedures are found by the court to be inadequate for the 862 
protection of the rights. At the initiation of any person entitled to 863 
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maintain an action under said sections, such procedures shall be 864 
reviewable in a court of competent jurisdiction to the extent necessary 865 
to protect the rights recognized herein. In any judicial review, the court 866 
shall be bound by the provisions, standards and procedures of said 867 
sections and may order that additional evidence be taken with respect 868 
to the environmental issues involved.  869
