(Effective from passage) The Department of Public Safety shall
examine the feasibility of making conviction information, as defined in
section 54-142g of the general statutes, available to the public on its
Internet web site. The department shall report its findings and

recommendations to the joint standing committee of the General
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Assembly on the judiciary in accordance with section 11-4a of the

general statutes not later than January 1, 2007."
