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The Department of Education believes that practicing democracy should 

be part of every student's education. We currently have social studies curriculum 

frameworks-that encourage this. These franieworks are the Departnient's 

guidance to school districts regarding what students must know and be able to. 

There is no question that every student should understand the principles of 

democracy and how they are applied. We look forward to working with the 

sponsors of this bill on ways to best reach that goal. 
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
