AN ACT CONCERNING ON-LINE LICENSE RENEWAL FOR NURSES,
PHYSICIANS, SURGEONS AND DENTISTS.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General
Assembly convened:

Section 1. Section 19a-88 of the general statutes is amended by

adding subsection (g) as follows (Effective from passage):

(NEW) (g) On or before June 30, 2009, the Department of Public
Health shall establish and implement a secure on-line license renewal
system for persons holding a license to practice medicine or surgery
under chapter 370, nursing under chapter 378 or dentistry under
chapter 379. The department shall allow any such person who renews
his or her license using the on-line license renewal system to pay his or
her professional service fees on-line by means of a credit card or
electronic transfer of funds from a bank or credit union account and
may charge such person a service fee for any such on-line payment
made by credit card or electronic funds transfer.
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This act shall take effect as follows and shall amend the following
sections:

AN ACT CONCERNING ON-LINE LICENSE RENEWAL FOR
NURSES, PHYSICIANS, SURGEONS AND DENTISTS.

SUMMARY:
This bill requires the Department of Public Health (DPH) to

establish, by June 30, 2009, a secure on-line license renewal system for
physicians, surgeons, dentists, and nurses. Nurses include advanced
practice registered nurses, registered nurses, and licensed practical

nurses.

DPH must allow those using the on-line system to pay their fees by
credit card or electronic funds transfer (EFT) from a bank or credit
union account. The bill allows DPH to charge a service fee for

payments made in this manner.
EFFECTIVE DATE: Upon passage

BACKGROUND
Legislative History

The House referred the bill (File 370) to the Appropriations
Committee, which reported a substitute bill (1) delaying the date for
establishing the system from July 1, 2008 to June 30, 2009 and (2)
removing the $5 limit on fees charged for credit card and EFT

payments.
