AN ACT CONCERNING THE REPORTING OF SEXUAL OFFENDERS

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General 
Assembly convened: 
 

That chapter 969 of the general statutes be amended to require the 1 
Department of Public Safety to publish the photographs of, and 2 
information about, persons who have failed to register as sexual 3 
offenders and to make available a telephone hotline so that persons 4 
may report sexual offenders who have failed to register. 5 

Statement of Purpose:   
To encourage and facilitate the reporting of persons who have failed to 
register as sexual offenders under Megan's Law by publishing the 
photographs of and information about such persons and providing a 
telephone hotline to report such persons.
