That chapter 113 of the general statutes be amended to provide that, 1 
in cases of binding arbitration involving municipal workers, the 2 
highest fiscal authority in the municipality may reject an arbitration 3 
award by a two-thirds vote, without a limit on the number of times 4 
such award can be rejected.
