AN ACT CONCERNING THE TOWN AID ROAD PROGRAM. 

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General 
Assembly convened: 
 

Section 1. (Effective from passage) The Secretary of the Office of Policy 1 
and Management shall review the current formula,  set forth by part 2 
IIa of chapter 240 of the general statutes, used to distribute Town Aid 3 
for Roads funds, and shall submit a recommendation for a revised 4 
formula to the joint standing committee of the General Assembly 5 
having cognizance of matters relating to transportation not later than 6 
January 16, 2008. 7 

Sec. 2. (Effective July 1, 2007) For the fiscal year ending June 30, 2008, 8 
and the fiscal year thereafter, an additional twenty million dollars is 9 
appropriated to the Department of Transportation for the purpose of 10 
providing funds to the Town Aid for Roads program.  Such funds shall 11 
be in addition to the total amount allocated to the Town Aid for Roads 12 
program for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2007.  13 

This act shall take effect as follows and shall amend the following 
sections: 
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Section 1 from passage New section 
Sec. 2 July 1, 2007 New section 
 
Statement of Purpose:   
To increase funding for the Town Aid for Roads program and to 
require the Office of Policy and Management to review the current 
formula used to distribute funds to towns and recommend a revised 
formula.
